Bill Summary: The bill approves the issuance of a solid waste Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to International Waste Control, Inc. to operate a solid waste sterilization plant at 10418 New Berlin Road. 
Background Information: The plant will service international shipping activity at the port by sterilizing food waste from the crews of ships calling on the Port of Jacksonville using high pressure steam in an autoclave to meet USDA regulations prohibiting the possible importation of foreign pathogens in food products.  The CON permits the processing of up to 500 pounds of waste per day and prohibits the storage of more than 1,500 pounds of unprocessed waste or 5,000 pounds of processed waste on-site at any time.  Outside storage of any waste is prohibited.    The company is required to post a performance bond or letter of credit in the amount of $60,000.
