Bill Summary: The bill expresses the Council’s support for proposed legislative bill J-1 that would amend the charter of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority to establish the City Council as the legislative body to ultimately approve collective bargaining agreements and resolve contract negotiation impasses between the JAA and its employees.  The J-bill would also amend the JAA charter to require City Council approval of any privatization of all or substantially all of a budgeted activity at the JAA.
Background Information: Privatization of “all or substantially all” of a function is defined as 20% or more of the employee positions within a budgeted activity being eliminated or vacated, cumulatively within a fiscal year, as a result of transfer of the function to a private entity.
