RESOLUTION 2008-913-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING VIRGINIA NORTON ON BEING ELECTED FOURTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT COURT JUDGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Virginia Norton graduated from the University of Virginia in 1994 with a Bachelor of Art Degree in Rhetoric and Communications, and was accepted by the University of Florida School of Law where she attained her Juris Doctor in 1997; and  
WHEREAS, upon graduation, Ms. Norton returned to Jacksonville and immediately began her law career in private practice handling maritime and products liability litigation cases; and 


WHEREAS, in 1999, Ms. Norton joined the Office of General Counsel for the City of Jacksonville, where over the next 9 years she provided legal assistance to the Constitutional Officers, City Council, Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, Jacksonville Housing Authority and the Duval County School Board; and 

WHEREAS, on August 26, 2008, the electorate of the City of Jacksonville, voted Virginia by a resounding 63% to be the next Fourth Judicial Circuit Court Judge; and 

WHEREAS, the City is grateful for Ms. Norton for her years of outstanding contributions to the Consolidated Government, and desires to express its appreciation and to wish her much success in her role as Judge; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors, commends and congratulates Virginia Norton on being elected Circuit Court Judge for the Fourth Judicial Circuit Court, and wishes her continued success in her with her new position.
