Bill Summary: The bill expresses the Council’s support for the establishment of a Riverside Artist’s Market in the area underneath the Fuller Warren Bridge along the Northbank Riverwalk.
Background Information: Construction has recently been completed on the western end of the Northbank Riverwalk under the Fuller Warren Bridge, including a landscaped plaza and small amphitheater.  Original plans for the Riverwalk envisioned the area under the bridge as a potential activity node to attract pedestrian activity and host special events.  The City’s downtown master plan, Celebrating The River: A Plan For Downtown Jacksonville, called for the creation of “legacy projects” that would serve as highly visible catalysts to further development.  One of those legacy projects included in the plan was a proposed artists’ and farmers’ market at the Fuller Warren Bridge location on the Riverwalk.
