RESOLUTION 2008-914-A
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SUPPORT FOR A RIVERSIDE ARTISTS’ MARKET ON THE PROPERTY LOCATED UNDER THE FULLER WARREN BRIDGE ON THE NORTHBANK IN THE RIVERSIDE AREA, JACKSONVILLE; ENCOURAGING THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO EMBRACE A COLLABORATIVE EFFORT TO BRING THE MARKET TO THE CITIZENS OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, by Ordinance 2000-321-E enacted in May 2000 the City Council formally adopted Celebrating The River: A Plan For Downtown Jacksonville as the official downtown redevelopment plan for the City; and


WHEREAS, among its many elements, Celebrating The River called for the creation of various “legacy” projects that would link the river with the downtown area and serve as cornerstones of public interest and pedestrian activity from which future developments could grow; and


WHEREAS, one of the proposed legacy projects was the extension of the Northbank Riverwalk from the core of downtown through the Brooklyn district to the Fuller Warren Bridge and eventually to Memorial Park in Riverside, and a key element of that extension was to be the creation of a farmer’s and art market site underneath the Fuller Warren Bridge; now therefore 
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby endorses and supports the Riverside Artists’ Market on property located under the Fuller Warren Bridge overpass on the Northbank in Jacksonville, Florida. 
Section 2.
  
Encouraging the Property Interests to Collaborate.  That the City furthermore hereby encourages the Florida Department of Transportation, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and the City of Jacksonville to collaborate on the effort to bring an Artists’ Market to this location and to make this great Northbank amenity a reality.  The Council directs that the Chief of Legislative Services forward a copy of this resolution to the Florida Department of Transportation, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
