RESOLUTION 2008-915-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND CELEBRATING THE CENTENNIAL ANNIVERSARY OF THE FOUNDING OF RIVERSIDE BAPTIST CHURCH; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Riverside Baptist Church was organized on October 4, 1908, on the corner of Margaret and Park streets in the area now known as Five Points, and moved to its present site at Park and King streets in August, 1913; and


WHEREAS, due to its unfailing witness and tremendous growth, Riverside Baptist Church undertook construction of its current facility in 1924, held its first regular service in the new sanctuary on Easter Day, 1926, and was honored to have this structure listed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1973 by the Office of Archeology and Historic Preservation, National Park Service, Department of the Interior, Washington, D. C.; and


WHEREAS, the beautiful and historic sanctuary of Riverside Baptist Church was designed and built by the world-famous American architect, Addison Mizner, incorporating elements of Romanesque, Byzantine, and Spanish architectural styles; and

WHEREAS, Riverside Baptist Church maintains a firm identity centered in its understanding of God’s call as the Body of Christ in this world, with its mission being conducted through faithfulness in such primary Christian disciplines as education, worship, fellowship, and missions; and


WHEREAS, from its humble beginnings on a lot owned by the Home Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Convention, Riverside Baptist Church has been steadfast in providing a beacon of unfailing hope and simple charity during its one hundred years in the Riverside community, promoting inclusive and affirming fellowship, encouraging selfless service, and inspiring unconditional love as part of its calling to better the lives of all our citizens; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby recognize and celebrate the centennial anniversary of the founding of Riverside Baptist Church as a bulwark of dedicated service and faithful ministry in the City of Jacksonville.

Section 2.

The City Council does further express its sincere appreciation to the leaders and members of Riverside Baptist Church, both past and present, for their many contributions to this community and its citizens, wishing the church many more years of continued growth and progressive ministry.

Section 3.

This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
