Bill Summary:  This bill considers the recommendation of the Land Use and Zoning Committee concerning the Special Magistrate Recommendation relative to MLG/Ortega Condominiums, LLC.
Background Information:  Application was filed with the Planning Commission for a minor modification to an approved Planned Unit Development to increase the height of the western-most residential building from 5 to 6 stories and from 55 to 65 feet on property located at the southwest corner of Herschel Street and Lakeside Drive.  The application was denied by the Planning Commission, and the City Council denied the subsequent appeal.  A Request for Relief was filed pursuant to Florida Statutes, and the Special Magistrate recommended on September 15, 2008, that the City grant the appeal and review the legality of the Planned Unit Development verification process.  It was further recommended that MLG/Ortega Condominiums, LLC, MLG/Ortega Parent, LLC, and Marina at Ortega, Inc., not further change the Planned Unit Development unless warranted by extraordinary circumstances.
