 Bill Summary: This ordinance provides $3,100,000 in additional funding for the Drainage System Rehabilitation Project, a Better Jacksonville Plan project by reducing the approved funding for, and transferring such funding from, the PW/JEA Joint Projects to the Drainage System Rehabilitation Project, as initiated by B.T. 09-016.  Provision is made to carry the funds over to Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  The ordinance amends the 2008-2013 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E, for the projects entitled “PW/JEA Joint Projects” and “Drainage System Rehab.”
Background: The purpose of this legislation is to transfer funding from the JEA/DPW Joint Project account to the Drainage Rehabilitation account.  The Groundworks program did not use as much funding as originally anticipated.  This transfer will enable the Public Works Department to utilize the funding for the Drainage System Rehab program.
