An ordinance approVING, AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver, THE MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (‘CITY”) AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) allowing FDOT to undertake the PROJECT EXTENDING 44th STREET FROM NORWOOD AVENUE TO GOLFAIR BOULEVARD; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Memorandum of Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), in substantially the form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, allowing FDOT to undertake the project for the extension of 44th Street from Norwood Avenue to Golfair Boulevard.

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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
AND
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this day of
, by and between the STATE OF FLORIDA,
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION hereinafter called the “DEPARTMENT" and the CITY
OF JACKSONVILLE, hereinafter called the “AGENCY”.

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS; Pursuant to Section 336.467, Florida Statutes, Florida counties and the
State of Florida, Department of Transportation have authority to enter into agreements for the
improvement of County Roads, Bridges and other Transportation Facilties by the
DEPARTMENT, and

WHEREAS; the Jacksonville Transportation Authority is preparing to undertake a project
which is known as the 44" Street Extension from Norwood Avenue to Golfair Boulevard in Duval
County, Florida, which will be of benefit to the AGENCY; and

WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT may acquire any necessary environmental permit(s) on
behalf of the AGENCY.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the parties agree:

1. The DEPARTMENT will undertake certain aspects for the project and obtain federal
approval for participation, which may include but not be limited to, design, right-of-way, permits,
construction and other activities to facilitate satisfactory completion of projects within the limits
described above. Upon completion and acceptance by the DEPARTMENT, the AGENCY will
assume the responsibility for management and maintenance of the project.

2 The DEPARTMENT's standard landscaping Is grass, sod and mitigated trees. In
cases where the project improvements consist of non-standard features the following shall
apply:

The AGENCY agrees to maintain such non-standard landscaping and
streetscaping features which may include but not be limited to, brick/concrete pavers, stamped
concrete, stamped asphalt, patterned/textured pavement, decorative lighting, decorative
crosswalks, tree wells, plant beds, muiched areas, aesthetic/decorative plants,
aesthetic/decorative trees and Irrigation systems. In the case of irrigation systems, the
AGENCY agrees to pay any fees associated with connection to the County, City or
Municipality’s water service
