WHEREAS, Ms. Alejandro is also the founder and President of El Desfile Puertorriqueňo de Jacksonville, Jacksonville’s annual Puerto Rican Parade and Festival and the founder and President of the Puerto Rican Chamber of Commerce of Northeast Florida; and


WHEREAS, through these organizations and many other community activities, including the Teen Career Choice program in the public schools, Jovenes en Accion (Youth in Action), radio talk shows, festivals, and informational seminars, Nilda Alejandro has worked tirelessly and effectively to provide services and information to the Hispanic community of Northeast Florida and to represent the interests and needs of the Hispanic community to governments, businesses, and the city at large; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Nilda Alejandro for her untiring and effective organization of and advocacy for the Hispanic community of Northeast Florida, and wishes her the very best of continued success in her promotion of greater understanding of Hispanic culture and history among the citizens of Northeast Florida.
