RESOLUTION 2008-963-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE OF JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICER CHRISTOPHER M. KANE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Officer Christopher M. Kane was born in Llion, New York, and he was a proud 2005 graduate of Liberty University with a Bachelor’s Degree in Multi-Disciplinary Studies; and


WHEREAS, Officer Chris Kane joined the United States Marine Corps in 1988, where he earned the rank of Gunnery Sergeant, gained assignment to the Military Police Unit, and was awarded the Navy Achievement Medal before leaving active duty in 1994; and


WHEREAS, in 1996, Officer Kane was employed by the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, and he is well-known and respected for his dedicated work in Patrol East Zone 2, being twice named as the Zone 2 Finest Officer of the Month, and receiving ten commendations from supervisors and numerous letters of appreciation from citizens; and

WHEREAS, Officer Chris Kane courageously endeavored to spare the life of someone injured in a personal watercraft accident, and for this he was recognized with the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Lifesaving Award in 2003; and


WHEREAS, Officer Kane’s hobbies included hunting, fishing, and diving, but his family was his true joy, and he devoted many hours over the past three years to serving as an assistant coach for the Orange Park Athletic Association’s Cyclones where his son played football in the Pee Wee Division, helping this team to a third-place finish in the Pop Warner National Championships in 2007; and

WHEREAS, Officer Chris Kane passed from this life while in the line of duty on September 4, 2008, and the Council desires to honor him as an exemplary public servant worthy of emulation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby recognize and commemorate the life of Jacksonville Sheriff’s Officer Christopher M. Kane.

Section 2.

The City Council does further extend its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Officer Kane, recognizing that their loss is shared by many throughout our area.

Section 3.

This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
