ORDINANCE 2008-976-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING CHAPTER 118 (PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT APPROPRIATIONS), PART 6 (CULTURAL SERVICE GRANT PROGRAM) ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION (RELEASE OF APPROPRIATIONS) TO ALLOW ADVANCE QUARTERLY FUNDING AND TO CLARIFY REPORTING SCHEDULE; AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING 2008-2009 CONTRACTS PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 118 PART 6 TO BE EXECUTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE CHANGE HEREIN; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Chapter 118 (Public Service Grant Appropriations Part 6 (Cultural Service Grant Program) Ordinance Code, amended. Chapter 118 (Public Service Grant Appropriations) Part 6 (Cultural Service Grant Program) Ordinance Code, are amended to read as follows:

Sec. 118.610.  City contract, review and oversight.

(a) Upon approval of the annual budget by the City Council, one contract will be prepared and administered throughout the Recreation and Community Services Department, which will reflect the total amount of the lump sum appropriation for cultural service grants to all cultural organizations. Cultural Services Capital Grant Program funds shall be allocated in lump sum commencing on the first business day of each fiscal year or as soon thereafter as can practicably be achieved, but not prior to the execution of the contract therefore.  Other Cultural Service Grant funds shall be distributed to the Cultural Council on a quarterly basis in equal amounts commencing on the first business day of each quarter or as soon thereafter as can practicably be achieved. to be determined annually, upon receipt by the Community Services Department of a quarterly financial and programmatic report.  Within 30 days of the conclusion of each quarter for which funds are received by the Cultural Council, the Cultural Council shall provide a quarterly financial and programmatic report to the Recreation and Community Services Department.  The City shall be authorized to withhold the payment of future quarterly funding if said complete reports are not timely filed.

Section 2. 
Authorization and direction to execute 2008-2009 Contracts pursuant to Chapter 118, Part 6 as modified herein.  The 2008-2009 fiscal year contracts are approved, authorized to be drafted and executed pursuant to Chapter 118, Part 6 as modified herein.
Section 3. 
Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Cultural Council grant process began October 1, 2008.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
