RESOLUTION 2008-979-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING THE ALDERMAN PARK CIVIC ASSOCIATION ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 50TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Alderman Park subdivision was developed in the decade between the mid-1950s and mid-1960s and the Alderman Park Civic Association was incorporated in December 1958; and


WHEREAS, originally organized to advocate for improvements in a dangerous intersection, the Civic Association was incorporated with the objectives of addressing issues of traffic and safety, zoning, neighborhood security, beautification, and disseminating useful information to the community; and


WHEREAS, in 1971 the Alderman Park Civic Association was a charter member of the newly-formed Greater Arlington Civic Council and has ever since been an active and vocal member of the Council and its important work in improving the quality of life in the Arlington area; and 


WHEREAS, the Civic Association is extremely organized and active, sponsoring numerous activities such as a Neighborhood Watch program, Yard of the Month award, community beautification efforts, Welcome Neighbor program, a Social/Outreach Committee to organize social activities and Business/Public Relations Committee to publish a community newsletter, encourage applications for community improvement grants, distribution of Christmas luminaries, and a host of other activities and events; and


WHEREAS, the Alderman Park Civic Association represents the pride that Jacksonville’s citizens feel for their communities and is an outstanding example of the power of community involvement and teamwork to produce a caring, united, and proactive organization that advocates forcefully for the best interests of its members; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Alderman Park Civic Association on the occasion of its 50th anniversary, commends the group for its outstanding activities on behalf of the neighborhood’s residents, and wishes the association many more years of effective advocacy for the interests and desires of the citizens of Alderman Park.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
