RESOLUTION 2008-981-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 16, 2008 AS ADOPTION SUNDAY IN JACKSONVILLE; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, One Church One Child was founded in 1988 as a licensed child placing agency in Florida for the purpose of providing services to adoptable children and increasing children’s potential for placement in a permanent family home, publicizing the plight of children in foster care and promoting child welfare services to children and supporting families; and


WHEREAS, One Church One Child particularly encourages the involvement of ministers and churches in the process of recruiting suitable families for foster care and adoption with the basic philosophy being “to find at least one family per church to adopt at least one child”; and


WHEREAS, the month of November has been declared National Adoption Month by the National Council on Adoption and other adoption promotion organizations across the country to raise public awareness of the number of children in foster care who need good, caring, stable homes; and 


WHEREAS, One Church One Child is promoting Sunday, November 16, 2008 as Adoption Sunday in the Northeast Florida area; and


WHEREAS, the City desires to help promote the cause of adoption and encourages families to think about the possibility of providing a loving home to a child in foster care; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby declares Sunday, November 16, 2008 as Adoption Sunday in Northeast Florida and encourages everyone to consider the possibility of opening their hearts and homes to provide a safe, stable, loving home to a child in foster care.

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. The sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that the designated day will occur shortly and One Church One Child wishes to publicize the event, including this resolution declaring the day, in advance.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
