RESOLUTION 2008-1002-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE OF MARY LOUISE DUNGEY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Mary Louise Dungey was born in Salt Lake City, Utah, but made her home in Jacksonville for the last twenty-six years; and


WHEREAS, joining her brother, Hawley Smith, Jr., in 1982 as Executive Vice President and Chief Financial Officer in his real estate development firm, Mrs. Dungey became a pillar of the local building industry and was instrumental in the creation of more than seven thousand homes in the Jacksonville metropolitan area; and


WHEREAS, the ever-gracious Mrs. Dungey, a Northeast Florida Builders Association Leadership Award recipient, was known to her colleagues as the diva of the development industry on the First Coast, and, in 1999, the respect and admiration she commanded earned her election as the first female President of the three-thousand-member, male-dominated Northeast Florida Builders Association, along with selection as one of Florida Builder Magazine’s First Ladies in Florida Housing and being named Small Business Person of the Year by the Mandarin Rotary Club, where she was a member; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Dungey was recognized throughout our community for her kind demeanor, considerate approachability, consummate professionalism, vast expertise, faithful leadership, and strong communication skills, and she selflessly provided innumerable hours of mentoring, counseling, and encouragement to many in our city as a wise teacher and noble example; and 


WHEREAS, Mrs. Dungey further served her community through participation on task forces, commissions, and forums, often at the request of government officials and others, including work with JaxPride, memberships in the Nature Conservancy and National Audubon Society, appointment by then-Governor Jeb Bush as a member of the Northeast Florida Regional Planning Council, board membership on the Northeast Chapter of the Florida Planning and Zoning Association, and board membership for new church development for the Northeast District of the Florida Conference of the United Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, Mary Louise Dungey passed from this life on October 25, 2008, and the Council desires to honor her as an exemplary public servant worthy of emulation; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby recognize and commemorate the life of Mary Louise Dungey, local developer and philanthropist.

Section 2.

The City Council does further extend its sincerest condolences to the family and friends of Mrs. Dungey, recognizing that their loss is shared by many throughout our community.
