A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S AND COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S APPOINTMENT OF JEFF CHARTRAND AS A MEMBER OF THE JOURNEY OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE, PURSUANT ORDINANCE 2008-555-E, SECTION 13, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2010; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,  the  Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee was created in Ordinance 2008-555-E whose purpose is to oversee and evaluate the effectiveness of funds expended and the programs expending such funds in support of the Jacksonville Journey, as established in Executive Order 2007-14; and  

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee shall be   composed of nine members appointed jointly by the Mayor and Council President and confirmed by the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the members shall serve staggered four year terms, except that three appointees’ first full term shall be for two years and three appointees first full term shall be for three years; and now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s and Council President’s appointment of Jeff Chartrand, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, in accordance with Ordinance 2008-555-E, Section 13, for a term of two years expiring December 31, 2010, and shall be considered a first full term. 


Section 2.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Jeff Chartrand is Executive Director of The Chartrand Foundation, a family
foundation launched in 2006 to support public education and early childhood
initiatives. A Jacksonville native, Jeff graduated Magna Cum Laude from New
York University. In 2003, he became a New York City Teaching Fellow in
Bedford-Stuyvesant, Brooklyn where he taught fifth-grade special education. In

inequities and disparities of our public education system motivated him to leave
the teaching profession and pursue a career in education philanthropy.

In its first year, the Foundation helped to bring Teach For America to Jacksonville
and created its own relevance-driven education initiative,
“Inspire.Create.Achieve.”, which provides grants to Duval County Public Schools
and community partners in the arts, civics, and sciences. The Foundation
launched its second initiative, “Neighborhood Schools of Choice”, in the fall of
2008. Jeff currently serves on the board at The Chartrand Foundation, The
Cultural Council of Greater Jacksonville, and is an advisory board member at
The Bridge of Northeast Florida. Jeff is a also member of the New Town
Success Zone Steering Committee, a local effort to replicate the successful
Harlem Children’s Zone in New York City.
