Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s and Council President’s appointment of Terrance Freeman, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, in accordance with Ordinance 2008-555-E, Section 13, for a term of three years expiring December 31, 2011, and shall be considered a first full term. 


Section 2.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
