WHEREAS,  the  Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee was created in Ordinance 2008-555-E whose purpose is to oversee and evaluate the effectiveness of funds expended and the programs expending such funds in support of the Jacksonville Journey, as established in Executive Order 2007-14; and  

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee shall be   composed of nine members appointed jointly by the Mayor and Council President and confirmed by the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the members shall serve staggered four year terms, except that three appointees’ first full term shall be for two years and three appointees first full term shall be for three years; and

WHEREAS, the Chair Person of the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee shall be appointed and confirmed as such, and shall be one of the members with an initial full term of two years;  now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s and Council President’s appointment of Paul Perez, a Duval County resident, Chair to the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, in accordance with Ordinance 2008-555-E, Section 13, for a term of two years expiring December 31, 2010, and shall be considered a first full term. 


Section 2.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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BIOGRAPHY

PAUL I. PEREZ

Paul . Perez was born in Havana, Cuba, in 1955. He is one of six children of the
late Pablo |. and Marta L. Perez. His parents immigrated from Cuba in late 1960 and
Paul grew up in Jacksonville, Florida, where he attended Bishop Kenny High School
(graduated in 1972) and Jacksonville University from 1972 to 1976. He obtained a
Bachelor of Arts Degree from Jacksonville University, majoring in history and
international affairs. He obtained a master's degree in Latin American studies from the
University of Florida in December 1978. He graduated with honors from law school at
George Washington University in February 1984.

After law school, Mr. Perez clerked for the Honorable John H. Moore II, United
States District Court, Middle District of Florida, from 1984 to 1985. Before joining the
United States Attorney’s Office in 1989, he practiced bankruptcy and securities litigation
at Smith & Hulsey, P.A. in Jacksonville, Florida. From 1989 to 1992, as a federal
prosecutor, he successfully prosecuted significant international forfeiture and money
laundering cases. Before returning to the United States Attorney's Office in March
2002, he was a partner at Booth, Arnold & Perez, where he had a general civil and
criminal trial and appellate practice in state and federal courts.

On January 28, 2002, the President of the United States, George W. Bush,
nominated Mr. Perez to become the United States Attorney for the Middle District of
Florida. The U.S. Senate, by unanimous vote, confirmed Mr. Perez on March 8, 2002,
and he was sworn into office by Chief Judge Elizabeth A. Kovachevich on March 18,
2002. Mr. Perez was the chief law enforcement officer for the Middle District, which
encompasses 35 counties and is home to 8.3 million Floridians. As the United States
Attorney, he supervised more than 100 Assistant United States Attorneys that conduct
the prosecution of criminal cases brought by the federal government, the prosecution
and defense of civil cases in which the United States is a party, and the collection of
debts owed the federal government which are administratively uncollectible.

In April 2007, Mr. Perez became Chief Compliance Officer for Fidelity National
Financial and is responsible for ensuring the Company's adherence to federal, state
statutes, other regulations and the Company’s code of conduct throughout the vast
Fidelity national title insurance organization.
