WHEREAS, Ms. Wiles, until recently, has served as a senior appointee for Mayor John Peyton, Mayor John Delaney and Mayor Ed Austin; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Wiles’ business and philanthropic interests include The Preservation Project, The River Accord, Rally Jacksonville and the Jacksonville Journey; and
WHEREAS, Ms. Wiles continues to be an active member of the board of St. Johns Forever, Jacksonville Woman’s Network and Fresh Ministries, representing substantial philanthropic interests in Duval County; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.   Appointment Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s and Council President’s appointment of Susie Wiles, a person with substantial philanthropic interests in Duval County, to the Jacksonville Journey Oversight Committee, in accordance with Ordinance 2008-555-E, Section 13, for a first full term of four years expiring December 31, 2012.
