No. 181767-0050), to modify the site plan, incorporate CCAS No. 70835, and correct the ITE Code references and development totals, subject to all other terms and conditions in the original Development Agreement dated October 31, 2003; and


WHEREAS, the required Planning and Development Department informative workshop was held and the required public hearings were held by the Land Use and Zoning Committee and the City Council, all with public notice provided, pursuant to Section 655.206, Ordinance Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of Development Agreement.  The Second Amendment to the Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Steinemann San Pablo, LLC, is hereby approved in substantially the same form as the copy attached hereto as Exhibit 1. The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said Agreement on behalf of the City.

THIS SECOND AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT is
effective as of the day of , 2008, by and between
STEINEMANN SAN PABLO, LLC, a Florida limited liability corporation, having an
address at 13901 Sutton Park Drive South Suite 160, Jacksonville, Florida 32224 (herein
after, the “Owner”) and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in
Duval County, Florida, having an address at 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida
32202 (herein after, the “City”).

RECITALS:

A. Owner entered into a Development Agreement for CCAS Number 29819
with the City dated as of October 31, 2003, and recorded in Official Records Book
11465, Page 1563, of the current public records of Duval County, Florida, with an
Effective Date of December 18, 2003 (the “‘Development Agreement”).

B. The real property subject to the Development Agreement is located south
of J. Turner Butler Boulevard and east of San Pablo Road in Duval County, Florida (the
“Property”). The legal description has been revised to remove internal parceling of the
property as reflected in the proposed PUD to PUD rezoning. The revised legal
description does not change the external boundary of the property subject to the
Development Agreement and is shown as Exhibit “A”.

C. The Development Agreement complies with all provisions of Section
163.3220, et seq., Florida Statutes, and Chapter 655, Ordinance Code.

D. Any terms not specifically defined herein shall have the meaning as set
forth in the Development Agreement.

E. The revised Site Plan, as more particularly shown on Exhibit “C” attached
hereto for the Proposed Development has been modified in connection with the
application for Conditional Capacity Availability Statement (“CCAS”’) Number 70835,
which evidenced sufficient road capacity for the Proposed Development.

F. Owner has requested that the City amend the Development Agreement to
include the additional capacities held under CCAS Number 70835 and to replace the
approved Site Plan with the attached hereto modified proposed Site Plan as Exhibit “C”.
Also, the Owner seeks to correct an error that was approved pursuant to the First
Amendment to the Development Agreement which incorrectly stated ITE Code 710 as

G. Owner and the City have agreed to amend certain terms and provisions of
the Development Agreement, as more particularly set forth herein.

H. The required public meeting and two (2) public hearings on this

"Amendment were held, following proper notice, pursuant to Section 163.3225, Florida
Statutes, and Chapter 655, Part II Ordinance Code of the City of Jacksonville, before the
Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee of the City Council, and the City Council.

L This Amendment is entered into pursuant to Section 163.3237, Florida
Statutes, which authorizes amendments to development agreements by mutual consent of
the parties, and pursuant to Chapter 655, Part II Ordinance Code of the City of
Jacksonville. To the extent applicable, the exhibits required by Ordinance Code
655.206(g) are attached hereto as Exhibits “A” through “L”.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants set forth herein, the
receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, Owner and City hereto agree
as follows:

L. The phrase in paragraph B, Exhibit D, and Exhibit F of the Development
Agreement “ITE Code 820 - 12,500 enclosed square feet)” is hereby replaced with the
phrase: “(ITE Code 820 - 39,000 enclosed square feet)”. The phrase in Item Number 1
on page 2 of the First Amendment to the Development Agreement “(ITE Code 710 —
170,000 enclosed square feet)” is hereby replaced with the phrase “(ITE Code 710 —
150,000 enclosed square feet)”.

2. Revise the legal description to remove internal parceling of the property as
reflected in the proposed PUD to PUD rezoning. The revised legal description does not
change the external boundary of the property subject to the Development Agreement and
is shown as Exhibit “A”.

3. The Site Plan shown as Exhibit “B” in the First Amendment to the
Development Agreement is hereby replaced with the revised Site Plan dated July 16,
2008 attached hereto as Exhibit “C”.

4. The Development Agreement expiration date is unchanged and remains as
December 18, 2016. The Performance Schedule has changed to reflect the addition of
additional reserved capacities and phasing dates as shown in Exhibit “F”.

5. Annual Renewal Fee. The Developer shall pay to the City an annual
renewal fee for each year that this Agreement is in effect commencing on the anniversary
date of the Effective Date of the Development Agreement and continuing on the same
date each year thereafter (the “Annual Renewal Fee”). The Annual Renewal Fee due
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hereunder shall equal the application fee for a CRC not preceded by a CCAS calculated
based upon the remaining undeveloped enclosed square footage within the Proposed
Development on each such anniversary date multiplied by four (4). The CMSO shall
provide Owner with an Annual Renewal Fee payment due hereunder and Owner shall
have a period of thirty (30) days after its receipt of notice from the CMSO within which
to pay such Annual Renewal Fee, provided however, that in no event shall such Annual
Renewal Fee be due prior to the respective anniversary of the Effective Date of the_.. ..
Agreement. If the Owner fails to pay the Annual Renewal Fee within thirty (30) days
after its receipt of written notice from the CMSO, then the City may terminate this

Agreement pursuant to the provisions set forth in Section 655.206 Ordinance Code.

6. Except as specifically modified herein, all other terms and conditions of
the Development Agreement remain as set forth in the Development Agreement, and the
Development Agreement as amended herein, shall remain in full force and effect as
written.
