AN ORDINANCE AMENDING, IN PART, PART 9 (NEIGHBORHOOD DEVELOPMENT), CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), ORDINANCE CODE; CREATING A NEW SECTION 111.920 TO ESTABLISH A NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM (NSP) SPECIAL REVENUE FUND (“FUND”); APPROPRIATING $26,175,317 IN FEDERAL FUNDING INTO THE FUND FOR THE NSP, WHICH ASSISTS IN THE REDEVELOPMENT OF ABANDONED AND FORECLOSED PROPERTIES AND INCREASES THE AVAILABILITY OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING FOR LOW, MODERATE AND MIDDLE INCOME HOUSEHOLDS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-045; providing a carryover of funds to subsequent fiscal years; approving positions, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 09-136; AUTHORIZING APPROVAL OF TECHNICAL AMENDMENTS BY THE DIRECTOR OF HOUSING AND NEIGHBORHOODS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Section 111.920 Created.  Part 9 (Neighborhood Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, is amended, in part, by adding a new Section 111.920 to read as follows:
CHAPTER 111.
SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS.

Sec. 111.920. Neighborhood Stabilization Program Special Revenue Fund.
There is hereby created the Neighborhood Stabilization Program Special Revenue Fund (the “Fund”), into which federal funding for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (“NSP”), as authorized by the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008, shall be deposited.  All sums placed into the Fund, which shall include all program income and interest earned or accrued thereon, are hereby appropriated to the Housing and Neighborhoods Department for its use toward attaining the purposes of the NSP, and these appropriations shall not lapse at the close of any fiscal year but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year.  The Director of Finance, or his designee, is authorized and directed to make disbursements from the Fund upon the written request of the Director of the Housing and Neighborhoods Department to provide assistance in the redevelopment of abandoned and foreclosed properties and to increase the availability of affordable housing for low, moderate and middle income households.  The Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to negotiate and execute, in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, contracts and agreements which are necessary to achieve the purposes of the NSP; provided, however, that the Director of Finance shall certify on such contracts or agreements that there are current funds available in the Fund to fund the contract or agreement, and provided further that the Office of General Counsel shall approve such contracts and agreements as to form.
Section 2.

Appropriation.  For the 2008-2009 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 3.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal years.
Section 4.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 is to provide funding for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (“NSP”). The NSP, authorized by the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008, assists in the redevelopment of abandoned and foreclosed properties and increases the availability of affordable housing for low, moderate and middle income households.  The funding appropriated in Section 2 shall be deposited into the NSP Special Revenue Fund, established by the creation, in Section 1 of this ordinance, of new Section 111.920, Ordinance Code.
Section 5.

Authorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 09-136, attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 6.

Further Authorizations.  The Director of the Housing and Neighborhoods Department is authorized to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the Revised NSP Substantial Amendment, placed as revised on file, labeled as “Revised on File, Rvsd NSP Sub Amend, January 20, 2009 – Finance” with the Legislative Services Division, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties and, further provided, that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.  

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
