Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $10,000 awarded to the City of Jacksonville by the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management, to purchase interoperable communications equipment for teams in the Citizens Corps & Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) programs, as initiated by B.T. 09-043.  This is a continuation grant.
Background:  The Citizens Corps programs are a key component in preparing citizens for catastrophic events.  The funds appropriated by this legislation will assist in the purchasing of communication (radio) equipment for trained citizen corps teams who are called upon to help respond to a disaster.
