Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $4,420,169 (a $3,683,474 grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security through the Florida Division of Emergency Management and a $736,695 in-kind contribution from Duval County and 12 other Northeast Florida counties) for the Public Safety Interoperable Communications Grant Program to provide funding to purchase radio equipment for the enhancement of interoperable communications by way of voice, data and/or video signals throughout the Northeast Florida region, and to completely fund a full-time program coordinator/SPE position to provide grant management services and ensure compliance with reporting, monitoring and audit requirements of the grant, as initiated by B.T. 09-049; authorizing a position as initiated by R. C. 09-152.  Funding is to carryover to Fiscal Year 2009-2019.
Background:  The Public Safety Interoperable Communications (PSIC) grant is a one-time formula-based, matching grant program intended to enhance interoperable communications with respect to voice, data and/or video signals throughout the Northeast Florida Region 3 as defined by the Florida Division of Emergency Management.  The position created will be 100% grant funded.
