SPONSOR:    (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member): Recreation and Community Services/Behavioral and Human Services/Ryan White Part A Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) Grant Program.
PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To approve and authorize the Mayor or designee and Corporation Secretary to execute a Memorandum of Agreement with the State of Florida Department of Health, Duval County Health Department for enhancing the efficiency and productivity of the planning and evaluation effort in providing services to persons living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA) residing in the geographic service area of the Jacksonville Transitional Grant Area (TGA).  The geographic area of the TGA includes Duval, Clay, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties.
The City of Jacksonville receives Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act Part A funds to provide HIV-related health and support services to PLWHA residing in the Jacksonville TGA.  These services include outpatient medical care, medications, mental health counseling, case management, and home health care.  As part of the conditions of grant award, the Mayor in 1994 designated the Metropolitan Jacksonville Area Health Services Council as his advisory body to perform the legislatively mandated planning and evaluation functions.
The State of Florida receives Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act Part B funds to provide HIV-related health and support services to PLWHA residing in the Jacksonville TGA and Baker County.  The State of Florida Department of Health, Bureau of HIV/AIDS designated the First Coast CARES Consortium as its advisory body to perform the same legislatively mandated planning and evaluation functions as the Planning Council.

This Ordinance would authorize the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute an agreement with the State of Florida Department of Health, Duval County Health Department to consolidate the Metropolitan Jacksonville Area Health Services Planning Council and the First Coast CARES Consortium into one planning body to perform the legislatively mandated planning and evaluation functions for a three year period from March 1, 2009 to February 28, 2012.
