AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $385,000 FROM THE PROJECT CAPITAL ACCOUNT, FOR NORTH RIVERSIDE COMMUNITY CENTER ($370,000 FOR CONSTRUCTION OF THE NORTH RIVERSIDE COMMUNITY CENTER AND $15,000 FOR TREE AND STUMP REMOVAL, GARAGE DEMOLITION AND CONSTRUCTION OF DISABILTY ACCESS) TO RENOVATE THE BUILDING TO BE USED AS A COMMUNITY CENTER BY THE NORTH RIVERSIDE CDC LOCATED AT CORNER OF CRYSTAL STREET AND EDISON AVENUE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9; WAIVING PORTIONS OF CHAPTER 118, ORDINANCE CODE; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT FOR SAID PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS TO OVERSEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the council in Ordinance 2007-116-E appropriated funds for the initial securing of the property to be used for a Community Center to be located in North Riverside; and 

WHEREAS, additional funding was appropriated for design and engineering of the building in the amount of $48,140 in Ordinance 2007-746-E and fencing, heating, air conditioning and security in the amount of $3,810 in Ordinance 2007-1093-E; and

WHEREAS, the North Riverside CDC has obtained 3 bids for construction and site preparation of the community center on the property and has selected a contractor and is ready to begin the construction and site preparation; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.

Section 2.

Purpose. 
The purpose of this appropriation is to provide $370,000 for construction of the North Riverside Community Center, as further described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.  Additionally $15,000 from the appropriation in Section 1 shall be used for tree and stump removal, demolition of garage, and construction of disability access, as described in Exhibit 1.  The property is owned by the North Riverside CDC property, and is to be used as a Community Center at the corner of Crystal Street and Edison Avenue in Council District 9.


Section 3.    Waiving portions of Chapter 118.


The recipient is required to comply with Sections 118.204 and 118.205 and Chapter 118, Parts 3, 4 and 5, Ordinance Code.  The remaining provisions of Chapter 118, Part 2 (Appropriations and Public Service Grant Council) are waived so as to complete a project that had begun in 2007.  Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, changed in the interim to add a Public Service Grant Council and Procedures.
Section 4.

Execution of Documents.

The Mayor, his designee and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all necessary documents with North Riverside Community Development Corporation, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 1, for the project described in Section 2. 

Section 5.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Department of Public Works to insure compliance with any agreement and all other appropriate laws.  


Section 6.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County, Florida,
with principal office at 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (hereinafter referred
to as the “CITY”) and North Riverside Community Development Corporation, a Florida
corporation with principal office at 2893 Edison Avenue, Jacksonville, FL 32254 (hereinafter
referred to as the “RECIPIENT”), for funding assistance in funding initial rehabilitation, tree
and stump removal, security, demolition of garage, construction of disability access, all at the
corner of Crystal Street and Edison Avenue, for the North Riverside Community Development

Corporation (hereinafter referred to as the “Project”).

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, on April 12, 2007, the parties made and entered into City Contract # 7928-
06 for funding the Project, in the amount of $43,320, provided from Public Works Public
Building Capital Projects funds (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”); and
WHEREAS, the Agreement has been amended one (1) time previously; and

WHEREAS, additional funding, in the total amount of $385,000.00, has been provided

in Ordinance 2008- -E; and
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WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended by including the above mentioned
additional funding, in an amount not-to-exceed $385,000.00 for the Project (to be allocated as
follows: an amount not-to-exceed $370,000.00 for construction of the North Riverside
Community Center; an amount not-to-exceed $15,000.00 for tree and stump removal, demolition
of garage, construction of disability access); all as more particularly described in Exhibit “D”,
attached hereto and, by this reference, made a part hereof, by revising contract dates; by
increasing the CITY’s funding responsibility and maximum indebtedness by an amount not-to-
exceed $385,000.00 to a new maximum not to exceed $432,130.97; by making other conforming
amendments; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises contained herein and for other good and
sufficient consideration, the parties agree that:

1. The above stated recitals are accurate, true and correct and, by this reference, are
incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

2. Section 2, of said Agreement is amended, in part, by including additional funding, in
the amount of $385,000.00 for the Project by allocating $370,000.00 for construction of the
North Riverside Community Center; by allocating an amount not-to-exceed $15,000.00 for
additional stump removal, tree removal, demolition of garage, and construction of disability
access and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“2. Description of Project. The Project includes funding to assist in the initial
rehabilitation ($2,897), tree removal (§15,903), security of the property ($24,520), stump
removal (§600.00), fencing ($2,509.00), air and heating unit (§662.13) and chains and locks for
securing the gates ($39.84), construction of the North Riverside Community Center
($370,000.00), additional stump removal, tree removal, demolition of garage and construction of
disability access ($15,000.00), for the Project, as more particularly described in Exhibits “A”
“C” and “D”, attached hereto and, by this reference, made a part hereof and incorporated herein,

to be located at 2711 Edison Avenue and 430 Crystal Street, RE # 056042-0000 (heremaﬁer
called the (“Premises™).”
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3. Section 3, of said Agreement is amended, in part to extend the completion date by

Recipient until and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“3. Effective Date. This Agreement shall become effective on the Effective Date and
shall continue in full force until such time as all reports, audits and other documentation,
required by this Agreement have been reviewed and accepted by the City’s representatives
receiving the same, unless terminated earlier as provided in this Agreement; provided however,
the Project shall be completed, by the Recipient no later than J

4. Section 4, of said Agreement, is amended, in part, by increasing the CITY’s funding
responsibility by $385,000.00 to a new maximum not-to-exceed $432,130.97 and, as amended,
shall read as follows:

“4. Assistance with Funding the Project. The CITY shall provide funding, in a
total amount not-to-exceed Four Hundred Thirty-Two Thousand One Hundred Thirty and 97/100
Dollars ($432,130.97) to the RECIPIENT for the purpose of rehabilitation, security, tree
removal, stump removal, fence installation, construction of the North Riverside Community
Center, addition stump removal, tree removal, demolition of garage and construction of disability
access, all as more particularly described in Section 2, of this Agreement. The RECIPIENT shall
spend this funding, provided, by the CITY, only on the Project and for no other matters. The
funding, provided in this Agreement, must be the last funds spent by the RECIPIENT after all
other funds, from whatsoever sources, are spent and exhausted. Expenditure of the funds on any
other matter than the Project; or in any other manner than expressed herein shall be a material
breach and default of this Agreement and shall result in refunds as specified in this Agreement.”

5. Section 8, of said Agreement is amended, in part by making conforming revisions
with respect to dates and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“8. Accounting/Report. The RECIPIENT shall provide the Public Works
Department and the Council Auditor with a full accounting/report. Such accounting/report shall
be in a form approved by the Council Auditor and shall include, but not be limited to, copies of
all invoices and checks. Such accounting/report shall be submitted within thirty (30) days after
the day and year first above written and shall continue at thirty (30) day intervals until the funds
are spent in their entirety. After expenditure of the funding, provided in this Agreement,
RECIPIENT must submit annual reports in accordance with Section 118.204(f)(3), Ordinance
Code. Such reports shall be filed with the Public Works Department commencing no later than
and annually thereafter during the term of this Agreement. This
accounting report is supplementary to any accounting or audit reports required in the applicable
provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, as contained in Exhibit ‘B’”

6. Section 9, of said Agreement is amended, in part by making conforming revisions
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with respect to monetary amounts and dates and, as amended, shall read as follows:

“9. Returned Unspent CITY Funds. In the event that any unspent funds from the
CITY’s $432,130.97 funding assistance are in the possession of the RECIPIENT, upon
completion of the Project or , whichever comes first, such unspent funds
shall be immediately returned to the CITY. Any funds, that are unspent, and which are still
being held by the CITY upon the completion of the Project or on
whichever comes first, shall lapse and return to proper CITY accounts.”

7. Section 10, of said Agreement, is amended, in part, by revising the CITY’s
maximum indebtedness to a new maximum not-to-exceed $432,130.97 and, as amended, shall
read as follows:

“10. Maximum Indebtedness. The CITY shall be indebted to RECIPIENT, under this
Agreement in the maximum amount of Four Hundred Thirty-Two Thousand One Hundred
Thirty and 97/100 Dollars ($432,130.97).”

SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended in this instrument, the provisions, terms
and conditions of the Agreement shall remain unchanged and shall continue in full force and

effect.

3. The Contractor agrees that the various portions of the above described work shall be
completed on or before the following dates and the entire above-described work shall be
completed no Iater than 180 days after permit is issued.

the prosecution and timely completion of the work. Unless otherwise specified, all materials
shall be new and of good quality

5. In the prosecution of the work, the Contractor shall employ a sufficient number of workers
skilled in their trades to suitably perform the work.

6. All changes and deviations in the work not specified by engineered plans or attached
specifications list must be in writing, the contract sum being increased or decreased

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accordingly by the Contractor. Any claims for increases in the cost of the work must be
presented by the Contractor to the Owner in writing, and written approval of the Owner shall
bs obtained by the Contractor before proceeding with the ordered change or revision.

7. The Owner, Owner's representative and public authorities shall at all times have access to
the work.

8. The Contractor agrees to re-execute any work which does not conform to the drawings and
specifications, warrants the work performed, and agrees to remedy any defects resulting, from
faulty materials or workmanship which shall become evident during a period of one year after

completion of the work.

9. The Owner agrees to maintain full insurance on the above-described work during the
progress of the work, in his own name and that of the Contractor.

10. Contractor agrees to secure work site daily and assumes responsibility for all items
pertaining to construction during the full permitted period.

11. In the event the Contractor is delayed in the prosecution of the work by acts of God, fire,
flood or any ather unavoidable casualties; or by labor strikes, late delivery of materials; or by
neglect of the Owner; the time for completion of the work shall be extended for the same
period as the delay occasioned by any of the aforementioned causes.

12. In the event the work is delayed due to neglect of the Contractor, the Contractor agrees to
pay the Owner the sum of $10 per Day as liquidated damages until such time as the work is
completed.

13. The Contractor agrees to obtain insurance to protect himself against claims for property
damage. bodily injury or death due to his performance of this agreement.

14. Neither the Owner nor Contractor shall have the right to assign any rights or interest
occurring under this agreement without the written consent of the other, nor shall the
Contractor agsign any sums due, or to0 become due, to him under the provisions of this
agreement.

15. This agreement shall be interpreted under laws of the State of Filorida.

16. Attarney's fees and court costs shall be paid by the defendant in the event that judgment
must be, and is, obtained to enforce this agreement or any breach thereof.
