Bill Summary:  This bill authorizes the Office of General Counsel to settle all outstanding claims related to the von Hofen condemnation litigation in the amount of $500,000 plus statutory attorneys’ fees and costs.  Further authorization is given to execute necessary documents to effect such settlement.
Background Information:  For the purpose of Greenland Road improvements, the City acquired a fee parcel from, and a temporary construction easement over, an industrial site owned by William and Jamie von Hofen and leased to their company, Jacksonville Steel Products, Inc.  The owners’ claim for damages included the value of the land taken and the resulting present and future business damages to the steel company.  Court ordered mediation resulted in the proposed settlement, which is supported by the City’s Real Estate Division and Office of General Counsel.
