Bill Summary:  This bill authorizes the Office of General Counsel and its special counsel to settle all outstanding claims related to the case of Continental Casualty Company and Transportation Insurance Company v. City of Jacksonville, et al, in the gross amount of $350,000.  A Final Settlement Agreement is approved, and authorization is given to execute said agreement and other necessary documents to effect the settlement.  An appropriation of $350,000 from a Retained Earnings account is made to provide funding for the settlement.
Background Information:  The City has been involved in extensive litigation in Continental Casualty Company and Transportation Insurance Company v. City of Jacksonville, et al, which first involved citizen and City rights to insurance proceeds in ash pollution matters, and thereafter involved the entitlement of the insurance carriers to attorneys’ fees.  The parties have mediated the claim and arrived at a proposed settlement of $350,000 together with execution of a Final Settlement Agreement.
