Bill Summary: This bill appoints Philip Mobley to the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission, as a “not-for-profit provider of affordable housing”, for a term ending November 30, 2011.

Background Information: Section 55.203, Ordinance Code, provides that five of the members of the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission shall be appointed by the Council.  Mr. Mobley received a master’s degree in business administration from Jacksonville University and is the Cultural Competency and Diversity Director for Blue Cross and Blue Shield of Florida.  He serves on several not-for-profit organizations which include affordable housing initiatives within the Jacksonville Community, including Family Support Services, the Jacksonville Urban League, and Northside Community Involvement, Inc.  Mr. Mobley resides in the Forrest Trails area within Council District #8.
