Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $1,761,461 from the Banking Fund Loan account to provide funds to replace the Fire and Rescue Department’s Computer Aided Dispatch system and to upgrade the Sheriff’s Office’s Computer Aided Dispatch system.
Background Information:  This will replace an aging 911 Computer Aided Dispatch system in Fire and Rescue, which is independent of the system used by the Sheriff’s Office, and upgrade the system used by the Sheriff’s Office to provide redundancy in the event of failure of one of the systems.  Currently there is no direct interface between systems used by the 2 offices, nor is there physical redundancy.

Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined; $1,761,461 is appropriated by this ordinance
