JFRD wishes to procure a new 911 CAD system to replace the aging, homegrown CAD, which i1s independent of JSO's Motorola
CAD system There 1s currently no direct interface between the two CADs, nor is there physical redundancy If the JFRD CAD
servers go down, the JFRD CAD application cannot fall over to JSO's CAD servers In addition, there is currently only one analyst
who can tnage and repair the JFRD CAD application in the event of a crash JFRD CAD replacement will be designed as a turnkey
solution, requiring minimal intervention by JFRD, JSO or ITD staff for day-to-day operation This CAD solution may be viewed as
