ORDINANCE 2009-57
An ordinance appropriating $2,041,250 IN ASH SITE REMEDIATION BUDGET FUNDS FROM THE ENTERPRISE FUND, INTO WHICH THE BUDGET TO REPAY THE BANKING FUND WAS TRANSFERRED, TO THE GENERAL FUND, THE ASH SITE REMEDIATION LIABILITY HAVING BEEN TRANSFERRED IN FISCAL YEAR 2008 FROM THE ENTERPRISE FUND TO THE CITY WIDE GOVERNMENTAL STATEMENTS, WHERE SUCH LIABILITY CURRENTLY RESIDES; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to move the Ash Site Remediation budget funds to the correct account in the General Fund.  In fiscal year 2008, the Ash Site Remediation liability was transferred from the Enterprise Fund to the City Wide Governmental Statements.  Since this occurred after the fiscal year 2009 budget process was completed, the budget to repay the Banking Fund was put in the Enterprise Fund.  This budget needs to be moved to the General Fund, where the liability resides.
