Bill Summary: This ordinance approves the purchase of parcel 103 from New Life Temple Church at Jacksonville, Inc. for $386,595 for use as a retention pond site in connection with the Crystal Springs Road Phase II Project.  The Mayor and Corporation Counsel are authorized to execute all closing documents and take necessary action to implement the purchase of this real property.
Background:  The site of this parcel is on Ramona Boulevard in Council District 12.  The purchase of this parcel will enable the City to construct a retention pond to accommodate storm water drainage for the Crystal Springs Road Phase II Project.  The appraised value of the parcel is $324,800.  The first counter offer from the property owner’s attorney was $438,480.  The agreed price was arrived at through negotiation; the agreement will avoid any expert witness fees or additional appraisal fees.  The attorney has agreed to the statutory attorney fee for his compensation.
