Bill Summary:  This bill declares certain real property (Old Fire Station Number 21) to be surplus to City needs.  Section 122.422(c), Ordinance Code, is waived to allow for the marketing and disposition of the subject property by auction, direct sale, or listing with a licensed real estate broker.  Section 122.429, Ordinance Code, is waived to allow the net proceeds from the sale of the property to be deposited into the Fire Station Number 28 account for use in building the new fire station.
Background Information:  The property is located on Morrow Street near its intersection with St. Augustine Road.  Information from the Real Estate Officer reflects a total assessed value of $355,638 for the two real estate numbers involved.  The Real Estate Division is seeking the waiver of Section 122.422(c) in an effort to maximize City revenue from the sale, as it has found that the sealed bid process is the least effective method of selling real estate.  The Fire and Rescue Dept. is seeking the waiver of Section 122.429 as it has determined that the proceeds from the sale of a surplus fire station are most appropriately expended on the building of a new fire station.
