PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

● The Real Estate Division is requesting the legislation necessary for the City Council to consider declaring the subject parcel surplus to the needs of the City and authorize its sale, waiving 122.422(c), of Chapter 122, of the Ordinance Code and, in an effort to maximize City revenue, authorizing the following methods of disposition:

●The authority for the Real Estate Division to advertise and auction the parcels.
●The authority for the Real Estate Division to advertise and sale the parcels by direct sale.

●The authority to list the parcels with a licensed real estate broker.
● The Real Estate Division has circulated the parcel among the various municipal agencies and there was no need to retain the parcels, a Certificate of Surplus is attached.
● Authorizing the waiver of Section 122.429 to allow for the net proceeds from the sale of the subject parcel to be deposited into the Fire Station #28 account.  The account number is FRCP363FS-FR0022-02-06505.
