Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $166,250 (a $125,000 grant received from the Florida Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development and a 33% local match in the amount of $41,250 to be provided through an in-kind contribution of staff services to be performed by the Chief of Military Affairs and the AMIO) to provide funding for the payment of certain military affairs consulting and advocacy services provided by consultants selected by the City as initiated by B.T. 09-057; provides a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2009-2010; approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver a Defense Reinvestment Grant Agreement and other documents and to take further action to implement the objectives of this ordinance.
Background:  The State Legislature created a grant program to assist communities with military installations that might be adversely affected by federal base realignment or closure actions.  Though BRAC (Base Realignment and Closure Commission) analysis has been completed, Jacksonville continues to work on a number of defense related issues which impact ship count and port capabilities at Naval Station Mayport, as well as the relocation of squadrons and aircraft to NAS Jacksonville.
