ORDINANCE 2009-107-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 5.94 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 AT 1364 FOURAKER ROAD BETWEEN LENOX AVENUE AND HOGAN COVE DRIVE AND OWNED BY DOYLE D. CARTER, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL RURAL-ACRE (RR-ACRE) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT FUNERAL HOME USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE CARTER PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2007C-070; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-106; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2007C-070, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Rural-Acre (RR-Acre) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Alberta Hipps on behalf of Doyle D. Carter, the owner of certain real property in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2007C-070, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 5.94 acres of land (R. E. Nos. 008629-0050, 008629-0150, 008633-0000 and 008664-0150) are located in Council District 12 at 1364 Fouraker Road between Lenox Avenue and Hogan Cove Drive, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Doyle D. Carter.  The applicant listed in the application is Alberta Hipps with an address of 1650 Margaret Street, Suite 323, Jacksonville, Florida 32204 and a telephone number of (904) 781-2654.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2007C-070, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Rural-Acre (RR-Acre) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the written description dated December 23, 2008 and the site plan dated December 5, 2008 for the Carter PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit funeral home uses, all as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan.

Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) Development shall proceed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated January 29, 2009, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
(b)  Within 60 days of closing, an eight foot, white, vinyl fence along the property line to the north shall be extended to the end of the property line.
Section 5.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Carter PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2009-106, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 6.

Contingency.  This rezoning shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

I-Project Description:

This PUD application is the companion to Ordinance 2008-858 which was recently transmitted

to change the subject property from a LDR Land Use to a CGC Land Use. The subject property
is compatible with the surrounding Land Uses and Zonings.

To the north of the property at Lenox and Fouraker Roads, is a City of Jacksonville Fire Station
whose Land Use is PBF and whose zoning is PBF-1. To the west of the Fire Station, the Land
Use designation is LDR and the zoning is RR. East of the subject property, the Land Use
designation is LDR and the Zoning RLD-G and CN (convenience store use). To the South of
the subject property, the Land Use designation is LDR with PUD zoning. To the West of the
subject property, the Land Use designation is LDR with Zoning listed as PUD (vacant land
for a residential subdivision) and single family dwellings.

This proposed PUD rezoning, is requested in order to place a funeral home on the subject
property which is located in close proximity to Lenox Avenue and Fouraker Road, which are
both classified as collector roads. There is a traffic light at the intersection of Fouraker Road
and Lenox Ave. Improvements to make Fouraker Road into a three- lane roadway is in the
process of being completed.

II- Uses and Restriction:
According to the City of Jacksonville Future Land Use regulations a funeral home is a
consistent use in the CGC Land Use category. This PUD will allow for the operation of a
funeral within the PUD zoning category with the following restriction:

1- There will be no on site embalming

2- There will be no crematory activities
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ITI- Design Guidelines:

A. Lot Requirements:
1-Minumum lot area: None
2-Minimum lot width: None
3-Maximum lot coverage: 40%
4-Minimum front yard: Ten (10) feet

5-Minimum side yard: Ten (10) feet from north property Line. Twenty (20) feet from south
property line.

6-Minimum rear yard: Ten (10) feet

7-Maximum height of structures: Thirty-Five (35) feet

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

1- Parking:
Parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the requirements of
Part 6 of the Zoning Code. Please note the site plan for specific placement.

2- Vehicular Access:
Vehicular access to the Property shall be way of Fouraker Road as shown on the site plan.

3- Pedestrian Access:
Pedestrian access shall be provided per Ordinance Code.
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C. Signs:

1- One (1) double faced, externally illuminated monument sign not to exceed thirty-two
(32) square feet in area and eight (8) feet in height.

2- Wall sign will be allowed not to exceed forty eight (48) square feet which may be
externally illuminated.

3- Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet in area and four (4) feet in height.
D. Landscaping/Fencing:

The property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code.

There shall be an uncomplimentary buffer complying with Section 656.1216 along the south
property line with the exception that the width shall be twenty (20) feet.

An eight (8) foot white vinyl fence along the property line to the north shall be extended to
the end of the property line.

E. Utilities:
Water and electric are currently provided by JEA. Sewer is available from the City of
Jacksonville Fire Station adjacent property to the north

F. Wetlands/Stormwater Retention:

Wetlands and Stormwater retention will be permitted according to local, state and federal
requirements. The project shall not encroach into the existing wetlands located along the
western property line.

G. Lighting:
All light fixtures including security lighting shall be cutoff fixtures and should be
incorporated as an integral design element that complements the design of the building
and project through its design style, materials and color.

All cutoff fixtures shall not have more than one percent (1%) of lamp lumens above
horizontal. All sag lenses, drop lenses and convex lenses shall be prohibited.

Illumination levels at all property lines shall not exceed one-half (.5) foot candles (“f.c”)
when the building or parking area are located adjacent to residential areas, and shall not
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exceed one (1.0) f.c. when abutting other non-residential properties. House-side shields and

other cutoff reflectors shall be incorporated into the lighting design to meet this design
standard.

A lighting time control panel and photocell shall be provided on all new lighting systems
to provide automatic system shut-off after ordinary business hours. Full system shut-off
excludes security lighting elements.

To provide lighting that limits distortion of colors of the building, landscape and
pedestrian activity areas, all lighting lamp sources within parking and pedestrian areas
shall be metal halide or compact fluorescent. To provide appropriate lighting within a

pedestrian area(s), the maximum light pole heights in all parking areas shall not exceed
fifteen feet (15'-0").

An exterior lighting design plan for each project, including a photometrics plan, pole and
fixtures schedules shall be submitted for review and approval at the time of verification of
substantial compliance.

H. Transportation/Concurrency:
The property will be developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville
Concurrency Management System Office (CMSO).

IV- Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan:
The subject property is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, specifically the FLUE
Elements:
Policy 1.1.22 To encourage new development in the Urban Core, Southwest, North and
Northwest Planning districts
Objective 3.2 Continue to promote and sustain the visibility of existing and emerging commercial
and industrial areas in order to achieve an integrated land use fabric which will offer a full range
of employment, shopping, and leisure opportunities to support the residential areas
Policy 3.2.1 To promote, through the use of development incentives and other regulatory
measures, development of commercial and light/service industrial uses in the form of nodes,
centers or parks, while discouraging strip commercial development patterns, in order to limit the
number of curb cuts and reduce conflicts in land uses, particularly along collectors and arterials
Policy 4.1.8 Continue to develop and maintain with substantial public input, more detailed land
use plans for the six planning districts in the City through the Planning Department. Following
adoption by the Council, use these detailed plans to guide zoning decisions in the City.
