AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.47 OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 AT 1110 EDGEWOOD AVENUE WEST BETWEEN CALVIN STREET AND LUEDERS AVENUE AND OWNED BY CHILD GUIDANCE CENTER FOUNDATION, INC., AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-60 (RLD-60) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT PARKING USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE CHILD GUIDANCE CENTER FOUNDATION PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2008C-003; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-110; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2008C-003, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paige Hobbs Johnston on behalf of Child Guidance Center Foundation, Inc., owner of certain real property in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2008C-003, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 0.47 of an acre of land (Portion of R. E. No. 026708-0000) is located in Council District 8 at 1110 Edgewood Avenue West between Calvin Street and Lueders Avenue, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Child Guidance Center Foundation, Inc.  The applicant listed in the application is Paige Hobbs Johnston with an address of 1301 Riverplace Boulevard, Suite 1500, Jacksonville, Florida 32207 and a telephone number of (904) 346-5553.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2008C-003, is rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated December 26, 2007 and the site plan dated December 26, 2007 for the Child Guidance Center Foundation PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally allow permit parking uses, as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan.

Section 4.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the Child Guidance Center Foundation PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2009-110, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

Child Guidance Foundation, Inc. (the Applicant) proposes to rezone approximately point
four seven (.47) acres. The Property is currently owned by Child Guidance Foundation, Inc. and
is more particularly described in the legal description attached as Exhibit “1” to this application.
A conceptual site plan of the proposed development is attached as Exhibit “E” to this application
(the “Site Plan™).

The Applicant owns property to the northeast located at 1110 Edgewood Avenue West
and operates an out-patient community- based mental health center for children, adolescents and
their families from that location. Although the existing facility has an asphalt parking lot for
employees and patients, the existing parking area is not adequate for the number of people
visiting the facility daily. The subjcct Property was purchased by the Applicant in 2004 and will
be used to provide additional parking for the Applicant’s adjacent property (located at 1110
Edgewood Avcenue West). The Applicant will construct a gravel parking lot on the Property as
shown on the Site Plan. The Applicant also intends to construct a pedestrian walkway from the
facility to the parking lot on the Property and an approximately 50° x 50’ (5%+/- deviation) play
area for the children served by the facility. A ten foot landscape buffer will be provided along
the western and southern boundaries, which are adjacent to residential districts. An eight foot
fence with at least 90% opacity will also be provided around the western, southern and a portion
of the northwestern boundary, as shown in the Site Plan.

The Property is located in an area characterized by a mixture of uses, including
commercial, office and residential uses around Edgewood Avenue West near the intersection of
Calvin Street. The surrounding zoning districts include: Planned Unit Development (PUD) to
the west and north, Commercial Office (CO) to the north, northeast and northewst and
Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) to the south, east, and west. The surrounding fand use
designations and zoning districts include: Residential Professional and Institutional (RPI) to the
North and northeast and northwest and Low Density Residential (LDR) to the south, cast and
west. The proposed PUD is consistent with these surrounding land use and zoning districts.

L PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

Minimum lot_and building requirements. There are no minimum lot and building
requirements as there are no planned buildings or structures on the Property pursuant to
the Site Plan.

Parking and loading requirements. Parking and loading will be provided in
accordance with section 656.604 of the Jacksonville Zoning Code . Lighting of the
parking lot will be non-invasive to the surrounding residential neighborhood. Lighting
shall be limited to two (2) security lights with cut off fixtures. Lights shall be directed
away from residential areas. Lights shall be a maximum of twelve (12) feet high and
subject to review by planning and development.

Vehicular and Pedestrian Access. The Property will have one driveway entrance to
Calvin Street for vehicular ingress/egress as shown on the Site Plan.

Landscaping and Buffering. A ten (10) foot uncomplimentary buffer made up of
hedges will be provided to the south and west consistent with Section 656.1213. An
eight (8) foot fence with at least 90% opacity will be provided along the western and
southern boundaries. All other landscaping of the Property shall comply with Part 12 of
the Jacksonville Zoning Code.

Signage. There will be onc monument sign located on Calvin Street at the entrance, not
to exceed six (6) square fect in height and twenty-four (24) feet in sign area per side.

Retention. On-site retention for the Property shall meet the surface water runoff
requircments of the City of Jacksonville and any other governmental agency with
jurisdiction, including the St. Johns River Water Management District.
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II. SUCCESSORS INTITLE

All Successors in title to the Property, or any portion of the Property, shall be bound to
the conditions of this PUD.

Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan: The subject Property is bordered
on the north by properties in the RPI land use categories and to the south LDR.
This rezoning is part of an effort to amend the land use category of the subject
Property to RPI, which is necessary because it would allow the use of parking
area (which is not allowed in the current land use category of LDR). RPI is
appropriate at this location because it is a mixed use category and properties to the
north are also RPI. Therefore, it would be in character with the existing properties
and with the established neighborhood uses.

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access: The Site Plan attached as Exhibit

“E” addresses access and circulation within the site. Access to the site will be
from one location on Calvin Street. Final engineering plans will be subject to
review and approval by the City of Jacksonville.

External Compatibility/L.andscaping. The subject Property will be used to
provide additional parking for the Applicant’s adjacent property to the north. The
use proposed is consistent with the adjacent property to the north and compatible
with the properties located to the south, east and west, as the Applicant will
provide sufficient buffering to the adjacent residential properties.
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
