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ORDINANCE 2009-115-W
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.28 OF AN ACRE OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5 AT 3634 HENDRICKS AVENUE BETWEEN GREENRIDGE ROAD AND SAN JOSE BOULEVARD AND OWNED BY STEVE HARDEN, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-60 (RLD-60) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT OFFICE AND RESIDENTIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPLICATION FOR THE WEST HENDRICKS AVENUE PUD, PURSUANT TO ADOPTED FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2008C-010; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a semi-annual land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-114; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district(s) with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion adopted semi-annual land use amendment 2008C-010, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Paul M. Harden, Esquire on behalf of Steve Harden, the owner of certain real property in Council District 5, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2008C-010, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and

WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 0.28 of an acre of land (R. E. No. 082961-0000) are located in Council District 5 at 3634 Hendricks Avenue between Greenridge Road and San Jose Boulevard, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Steve Harden.  The applicant listed in the application is Paul M. Harden, Esquire with an address of 501 Riverside Avenue, Suite 901, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 and a telephone number of (904) 396-5731.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion semi-annual land use amendment 2008C-010, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as shown and described in the written description dated December 22, 2008 and the site plan dated December 22, 2008 for the West Hendricks Avenue, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit office and residential  uses, all as more specifically shown and described in the written description and site plan.

Section 4.

Consistency With Companion Land Use Amendment Adoption.  The Council hereby finds the PUD to be consistent with the requirements of the State Comprehensive Plan, the Northeast Florida Regional Council Strategic Regional Policy Plan, and Rule Chapter 9J-5, Florida Administrative Code.  Further, the Council finds this rezoning to be consistent with the Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan, as amended by Ordinance 2009-114, and that this PUD is consistent with the land use category criteria.

Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.

Section 6.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

L. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT PROJECT DESIGN

The following information constitutes the written description of the intended plan of development
for the West Hendricks Avenue PUD. The PUD shall allow for uses consistent with the Residential
Professional Industrial (RPI) Future Land Use category. The real estate is located on the west side of
Hendricks Avenue north of Emerson Street. The parcel is 0.28 acres in size. The site is designated
Low Density Residential (LDR), but is the subject of a Future Land Use Map Amendment
LUA#2008-010 to RPI. The site is proposed to be developed as residential or office. The
Development Number for this project is No. 8293.

1L PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT LAND USE RESTRICTIONS
Attached hereto is a conceptual site plan indicating the general design of the development on the site.

A. Permitted Uses and Restrictions

1. Permitted Uses. The permitted uses on the site shall be as follows:
(a) Permitted uses and structures

(O Medical and dental office or clinics (but not hospitals).

2) Professional and business offices.

3) Single family dwellings

4 Day care centers meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in
Part 4.

B. PUD Development Standards

1. Minimum lot and building requirements. The minimum lot size, lot width, maximum
lot coverage and building height and minimum yard requirements shall be as set forth in the current
CO zoning district pursuant to the provisions of §656.311 of the Jacksonville Zoning Code

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2. Parking and Loading Requirements. Parking and Loading Requirements of the City of
Jucksonville as set forth in ' 656.605 of the current Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville shall
apply. A parking and landscape plan shall be submitted to the Planning and Development
Department for review and approval at the time of verification of substantial compliance.

3. Vehicular Access. Access to the site will be off Hendricks Avenue as generally shown on
the conceptual site plan. The location of all access points and driveway connections may vary,
however the final location shall be subject to the review and approval of the City of Jacksonville
Traffic Engineer. Significant changes to the access points shall require approval by the City of
Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

4. Retention. Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of Jacksonville and all other
state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St. Johns River Water Management District.

III.  PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DESIGN GUIDELINES

The following design guidelines shall be incorporated in the project:

A. Landscaping

Landscaping on the site shall be in accordance with the requirements of the current City of
Jacksonville Landscape and Tree Protection Ordinances. Notwithstanding the provisions of Part 12
of the Jacksonville Zoning Code, the location of project landscaping may vary from the strict
requirements of such Part and be relocated to alternative placement to provide for improved site
design and function. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the landscape plan shall be subject to the
review of the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

B. Signage

The number, location, size and height of signage to be located upon the property shall be in
accordance with the Sign Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for the CRO zoning classification.
However, variation from the strict requirements of the '656.1301 of the Jacksonville Zoning
Ordinance shall be permitted to allow for identification and directional signs subject to review by the
City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

C. Utilities

The property will be served by JEA Water and Sewer. Electric power to the site will be provided to
the property by the Jacksonville Electric Authority.
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D. Noise Abatement

All exterior speakers or audio transmussion devices used on or about the project will be situated and
operated at volumes which are not excessive in relationship to the surrounding residential zoning
districts and shall be located so as to not impact said residential districts.

E. Hlumination

Lighting Standards shall be oriented so as to localize illumination onto the project. The quantity of

illumination shall be controlled so as to minimize unreasonable interference or impact with
residential zoning districts.

F. Concurrency

The Owner or Developer shall obtain a CCAS to assure required transportation and other capacity for
the site in accordance with the Ordinance Code. Development of the site shall be subject to the
concurrency requirements of the City of Jacksonville.

G. Visual Barriers

A 95% opaque fence six feet (6') in height shall be erected along the borders of the site where the site
adjoins residential uses.

IV.  JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

The proposed project allows for retail sales. The project design is in harmony with the purpose and
intent of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code. The design and layout of the PUD is:

I. Allows for flexible use of an infill location;

2. More desirable than would be possible through strict application of the minimum
requirements of the Jacksonville Zoning Code for LDR use;

3. Allows for efficient use of an existing location;
4. Compatible with nearby land uses oriented toward Hendricks Avenue; and
5. Supportive of the property values and a substantial improvement of the quality of

development on the property as of the date hereof.
