ORDINANCE 2009-131
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 17.7 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10 ON THE WEST SIDE OF OLD KINGS ROAD AT THE INTERSECTION WITH LANE AVENUE NORTH BETWEEN LANE AVENUE AND PICKETVILLE ROAD AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY HOWOJO, LLC, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT TO INDUSTRIAL LIGHT (IL) DISTRICT AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SEMI-ANNUAL LAND USE AMENDMENT (APPLICATION NUMBER 2008D-007); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted an amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to Ordinance 2009-130; and


WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion Semi-Annual land use amendment 2008D-007, an application to rezone and reclassify from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Industrial Light (IL) District was filed by Justin Hart on behalf of Howojo, LLC, the owner of approximately 17.7 acres of certain real property in Council District 10, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property "; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this rezoning with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the companion semi-annual land use amendment application number 2008D-007, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice, held a public hearing; and


WHEREAS, taking into consideration all oral and written comments received during public hearings and the above recommendations, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 17.7 acres of land (R. E. No. 083552-0030) are located in Council District 10 on the west side of Old Kings Road at the intersection with Lane Avenue North between Lane Avenue and Picketville Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).


Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Howojo, LLC.  The applicant listed in the application is Justin Hart, with an address of 4999 Hood Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32257, and a telephone number of (904) 334-1190.


Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion Semi-Annual land use amendment application number 2008D-007, are hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Industrial Light (IL) District, as defined and classified under the Zoning Code, City of Jacksonville, Florida.


Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective unless and until the Florida Department of Community Affairs issues a Notice of Intent finding the correlating amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan in Compliance with Chapter 163, Part II, Florida Statutes.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

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Legal Description

Old Kings and Lane Industrial Legal

A part of the Seymore Pickett grant, section 38, township 1 south, range 26 east, Duval
county, Florida and being more particularly described as follows:

Commence at the intersection of the westerly right of way line of lane avenue ( a 66 foot
right of way) and the southerly right of way line of old kings road (a 60 foot right of
way). thence north 26"13°29" east along the northerly projection of the said westerly
right of way of lane avenue, 60.18 feet to an intersection with the northerly right of way
line of said old kings road and the point of beginning, thence continue north 26°13°29"
east, departing said right of way line, 187.92 feet to the northeast corner of those lands as
described in official records volume 248, page 332, and in official records volume 407,
page 392 of the current public records of said county; thence north 67"27°52" west, along
the easterly line of said lands and the northerly projection thereof, 285.45 feet 10 an
intersection with the southerly line of those lands as described in otficial records volume
8778, page 500 of said current public records; thence north 50’5622 east. along the said
southerly line and along the southerly line of those lands as described in official records
volume 5614, page 1049 of said current public records, 1106.71 feet to an intersection
with the northeasterly line of those lands as described 1n ofticial records volume 134,
page 495 and the westerly line of those lands as described in official records volume
7272, page 731 of said current public records; thence south 31752°41” east along said
line, 642.61 feet to an intersection with the northwesterly line of those lands as described
in deed book 238, page 322 and official records volume 5172, page 280 of said current
public records; thence south 3224’13 west, along said line, 392.05 feet to an
intersection with the northeasterly line of those lands as described in official records
volume 6759, page 245 of said current public records; thence north 67”17°27" west.
along said northwesterly line, 105.44 feet to an intersection with the northwesterly line of
said lands; thence south 32732°48” west, along said northwesterly line, 411.86 feet to an
intersection with the aforementioned northerly right of way line of old Kings road; thence

north 6659’00 west, along said northerly right of way line, 531.47 feet to the point of
beginning.

Containing 16.45 acres, more or less and being the same lands as described in official
records volume 2681, page 722 and official records volume| 34, page 495 of the current
public records of Duval County, Florida.
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
