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ORDINANCE 2009-162-E
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING SIGN WAIVER APPLICATION sw-09-02 for an existing sign LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 AT 751 lady lake road, BETWEEN duval station road and lady lake road (R.E. NO. 106606-0000) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY ironmen properties iii, llc, requesting TO reduce the minimum set back from 10 feet to 7 feet IN ZONING DISTRICT pud (planned unit development), AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, an application for a waiver of requirements for signs, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division, was filed by Ironmen Properties III, LLC, the owner of property located in Council District 11 at 751 Lady Lake Road between Duval Station Road and Lady Lake Road (R. E. No. 106606-0000)(“Subject Property”), requesting to reduce the minimum setback from 10 feet to 7 feet in Zoning District PUD (Planned Unit Development); and 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and all the attachments thereto and has rendered an advisory recommendation ("Staff Report"); and 


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice held a public hearing and having duly considered both the testimonial and documentary evidence presented at the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings and the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department and held a public hearing concerning Application SW-09-02.  Based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby determines that the requested zoning waiver, as conditioned, meets the criteria for granting waivers contained in Chapter 656, Ordinance Code.  Therefore, Application SW-09-02 is hereby approved, subject to the following conditions:

(a)
If the existing sign is destroyed or replaced, a new sign may be located at the same setback, provided the sign area has not been expanded and provided it is a similar monument sign constructed of block, brick or stucco with a maximum height of 15’ 4”.

(b)
Future signage shall be shared or limited to a monument style sign consistent with the size allowed in the PUD, and architecturally compatible with the architecture of the building it identifies.  The 200 foot sign separation requirement may be reduced in order to buffer residential uses, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Ironmen Properties III, LLC and is legally described in Exhibit 1.

Legislative Services is hereby directed to mail a copy of this legislation, as enacted, to the applicant and any other parties to this matter who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee or otherwise filed a qualified statement as defined in Section 656.140(c), Ordinance Code or as defined in Section 307.202(c), Ordinance Code.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary. Failure to exercise the waiver, if herein granted, by commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this order shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.
