Bill Summary:  This bill creates a new Section 111.365, Ordinance Code, to establish a Teen Driver Trust Fund into which donations and contributions of money received by the Sheriff’s Office, or by the City on behalf of the Sheriff’s Office, will be deposited for use in providing instructor compensation and instructional materials for the Teen Driver Challenge Program.
Background Information:  The Teen Driver Challenge Program is a 12-hour driving class offered by the Sheriff’s Office for young drivers 16 to 19 years of age.  The program includes 4 hours of classroom instruction and 8 hours of practical driving on the Police Academy track.  A $50 deposit is required for the student to reserve a place in the class, but this is returned if the student attends the class or is prevented from attending due to unavoidable circumstances.

Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined; information from the Office of the Sheriff states that the fiscal year 2008-2009 annual budget includes $3,842,778 in anticipated revenue
