Bill Summary:  This bill appropriates $905,500 ($814,950 from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and $90,550 from property owners) to provide for the acquisition and demolition of properties at 6804 Bakersfield Drive and 7080 Delaware Court as part of the Severe Repetitive Loss Mitigation Grant Program.  Provision is made for the carryover of appropriated funds into the 2009-2010 fiscal year.
Background Information:  The legislation states that these properties have been repeatedly damaged by flooding.  The City will acquire the properties, demolish the structures on the properties, remove the debris, and convert the properties to open space.

Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined; $905,500 is appropriated by this ordinance
