An ordinance appropriating $905,500 (aN $814,950 grant from the u. s. department of homeland security, federal emergency management agency, through the STATE OF florida division of emergency management, and $90,550 in matching funds from property owners) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE ACQUISITION AND DEMOLITION OF REPEATEDLY FLOODED AND DAMAGED PROPERTIES AT 6804 BAKERSFIELD DRIVE AND 7080 DELAWARE COURT AS PART OF THE SEVERE REPETITIVE LOSS (SRL) MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM, as initiated by B.T. 09-065; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2009-2010; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the acquisition and demolition of properties at 6804 Bakersfield Drive and 7080 Delaware Court as part of the Severe Repetitive Loss (SRL) Mitigation Grant Program.  The properties have been repeatedly damaged by flooding. The City will acquire the properties, demolish the structures on the properties, remove the debris and convert the properties to open space.  A copy of the Federally Funded Subgrant Agreement is on file with the Legislative Services Division.
