Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $4,000 allocated by the United States Secret Service to the Economic Crime Unit of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) for Fiscal Year 2009 to reimburse the costs of JSO’s  participation in economic crimes training with the Northeast Florida High Crimes Task Force, as initiated by B.T. 09-066; provision is made to carryover the funds to Fiscal Year 2009-2010.
Background:  The United States Secret Service (a component of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security) requested JSO to provide $4,000 in funding to allow JSO detectives to attend Economic Crimes Training.  The Secret Service committed to reimburse the City for the cost of the training.  This is not a grant.
