Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $188,900.22 in federal Help America Vote Act grant funds ($164,261.06, through the Florida Division of Elections) and local grant match funds ($24,639.16) to the Supervisor of Elections for voter education purposes.
Background Information: The federal grant funds are made available to counties nationwide based on the number of registered voters in the state during the last general election.  Counties are required to provide a 15% match.  The funds are used to print sample ballots and other voter information materials and to otherwise inform the voting public about the election process, candidates, issues, and voting procedures.  The Supervisor’s office indicates these funds may be utilized for elections in 2010 since the City may not receive another HAVA grant before that election cycle.
Policy Impact Area: Voter education
Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates $164,261.06 in federal funds and $24,639.16 in local matching funds.
