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ORDINANCE 2009-214
An ordinance transferring $600,000, awarded by ordinance 2008-555-e to be used to assist funding of the jacksonville re-entry center portal as part of the jacksonville journey, to various operating and personnel accounts in a newly created activity within the office of the sheriff jacksonville journey subfund for the ex-offender re-entry program, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 09-093; approving and authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver an interagency letter of agreement between the city and the jacksonville sheriFf’s office for assistance in funding the jacksonville re-entry center portal; approving positions, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 09-278; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

 Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funds for the Ex-offender Re-entry Program.  The funds were awarded under Exhibit AG of the original budget.  The appropriation in Section 1 is an alignment of the budget to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) under the Jacksonville Journey in accordance with the program budget submitted by the JSO.
Section 3.

Approval and Authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, an Interagency Letter of Agreement between the City and the JSO for assistance in funding the Jacksonville Re-entry Center Portal, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Authorization of Positions.  There are hereby authorized the positions more fully described in R.C. 09-278, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.

The Mayor is requesting an emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that JSO is authorized to spend the money but cannot access the money as it is currently allocated.

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INTERAGENCY LETTER OF AGREEMENT
BY AND BETWEEN
THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE
AND
THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE
FOR ASSISTANCE IN FUNDING
THE JACKSONVILLE RE-ENTRY CENTER PORTAL
THIS INTERAGENCY LETTER OF AGREEMENT (“LOA") is made and entered
into this u day of ﬁﬁm%%ﬁ(hereinaﬂer referred to as the “Effective Date”),
by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County,
Florida, with principal office at 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (hereinafter
referred to as the “CITY") and the JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF'S OFFICE, with principal office
at 501 East Bay Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (hereinafter referred to as “JSO”) for the
appropriation of funding assistance for the Jacksonville Re-Entry Center Portal in Jacksonville,
Florida (hereinafter referred to as the “JREC"), an integral component of the CITY’s

comprehensive community-wide anti-crime initiative known as the Jacksonville Journey.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City, by and through JSO, currently operates JREC, which serves as
a first stop for all ex-offenders retumning to Duval County after release from incarceration in
order to ensure lawful re-entry into Duval County; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2008-555-E, being the City of Jacksonville Budget for Fiscal
Year 2008-2009, contains a provision for $600,000, to be used to assist funding the JREC in the
City of Jacksonville; and;

WHEREAS, it is in the parties’ best interest to make and enter into this LOA

specifying each party’s rights, duties and obligations with respect to JREC; now therefore
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IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises contained herein and for other good and
sufficient consideration, the parties agree that:

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The above stated recitals are true and correct and, by
this reference, are incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

2. Description of Project. JREC, as an integral component of the CITY's
comprehensive community-wide anti-crime initiative known as the Jacksonville Journey,
includes services to be provided by JSO to ensure the proper and lawful re-entry into Duval
County of ex-offenders released from incarceration, as more particularly described in the Scope
of Work, attached hereto as Exhibit A and by this reference made a part hereof and incorporated
herein.

3. Effective Date. This LOA shall become effective on the Effective Date and shall
continue in full force and effect until September 30, 2009, unless terminated earlier as provided
in this Agreement. Upon mutual agreement of the parties, this Agreement may be extended for
one (1) additional one (1) year period on the same terms and conditions as are set forth herein.

4. Assistance with Funding the Project. The CITY is responsible for providing
funding in a total maximum appropriation not-to-exceed SIX HUNDRED THOUSAND AND
00/100 DOLLARS ($600,000.00) to the JSO for the purpose of assisting with funding JREC, as
more particularly described in Paragraph 2 and Exhibit A of this LOA. The JSO shall spend this
funding provided by the CITY only on JREC and for no other matters. Additional funds may be
appropriated for JREC upon amendment of this LOA by the City Council.

5. Payment. The CITY’s distribution for the Project, pursuant to this LOA, shall be
made directly to the Sheriff’s Office Budget via a journal entry in accordance with Exhibit B,
attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. Detailed reporting on a monthly basis
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by the JSO to the CITY'’s representative of all documentation, including bills, invoices and any
other documents relative to the expenses detailed within Exhibit B, shall be required. Any funds
which are not expended or encumbered in accordance with Exhibit B by September 30, 2009,
shall lapse back into the CITY’s General Fund.

6. CITY Representative. The CITY's Department of Recreation and Community
Services, or any successor department, shall be responsible for overseeing, administering and
implementing this LOA. The CITY’s contact person in the Department of Recreation and
Community Services shall be Nancy Kirts, A.M.1.O.

7. Monthly Report. Every 30 days, JSO shall submit to the Jacksonville
Journey Oversight Committee (JJOC), through the Department of Recreation and Community
Services, on a date to be determined by the JJOC, a monthly report detailing outcomes of JREC
as identified in the Scope of Work and providing such other information as may be required by
the CITY in measuring the effectiveness of JREC as part of the Jacksonville Journey.

8. Unspent CITY Funds. Any funds that are unspent and which are still being
held by the CITY upon completion of JREC shall lapse and return to proper CITY accounts.

9. General Provisions, Terms and Conditions.

9.01 Non-Waiver. The waiver, by either party, of any breach or strict
performance of duties and obligations of this LOA, by the other party, shall not be construed as a
waiver of any subsequent breach or strict performance of duties and obligations of the other
party under this LOA.

9.02.  Entire Agreement. This LOA represents the entire agreement by and
between the parties conceming the distribution, receipt and expenditures of the appropriation
specified herein. No agreement, statement, representation, course of action or course of
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statement, representation, course of action or course of conduct by either of the parties hereto, or
by their authorized representatives, shall be binding if it is not in writing and contained in this
LOA. This LOA may be amended by written instrument signed by the parties or their lawfully
authorized representatives.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties, by and through their lawfully authorized

representatives, have executed this Agreement on the day and year first above written.

Scope of Services
Jacksonville Reentry Center

Scope of Services Include:

Mission: The organization will provide services to the citizens of Duval County who
were residing in Jacksonville, sentenced in Jacksonville and will be retuning to
Jacksonville upon release from incarceration to promote a successful transition back into
our community.

Partnerships: JREC is committed to our community partners and offender service
providers who work with us and provide guidance and oversight through their
participation in monthly Jacksonville area discharge enhancement meetings (JADE). To
that end, JREC will work cooperatively with law enforcement agencies, state attorneys,
public defenders, health service providers, businesses and other agencies for referrals and
customer services. In addition, the JREC will coordinate the sharing of information
among the participating agencies to facilitate the screening of and case processing for
program referrals.

Portal of Entry : The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, Department of Corrections will, in
conjunction with participating agencies operate a “Portal of Entry” (one stop shop)
whereby ex-offenders returning from local, state or federal incarceration can be provided
assistance for successful reentry into our community. The Jacksonville Reentry Center
serves as one arm of this reentry portal. The “one stop shop” will provide the following
deliverables:

-increase public safety by reducing recidivism;

-provide on-site felony registration;

-assign terms of and conditions of program participation that complement

any state sanctioned probation or parole requirements;

-facilitate former offender’s sustained engagement in treatment, mental

health and supportive health services;

-identify stable housing through JREC staff networking with several

agencies and community providers that provide housing to ex-offenders

such as, boarding houses, income based apartments and when needed

financial assistance to secure such.

-continue to address the obstacles that make it difficult for ex-offenders to

obtain and retain employment at a living-wage level;

-provide opportunities for inmates exiting prison or jail to obtain

appropriate forms of identification;

Case Management -Reentry Transition Plans: In coordination with State of Florida,
Department of Corrections facilities, the JREC Resource Specialists will develop a
reentry plan for those meeting the criteria which states clients are defined as offenders
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who were residing in Jacksonville, sentenced in Jacksonville and are retuning to
Jacksonville upon release from incarceration.

Facilitate Transportation: The JREC provides a limited number of bus tickets for ex-
offenders who are seeking employment.

Parole/Probation Coordination: Probation officers and resource specialists will work
hand-in-hand to provide intensive, individualized assistance needed by many of the ex-
offenders.

Program Outcomes: A detailed process for tracking successes and outcomes for all
programs for the following measures:

-provide services to over 2,000 ex-offenders

-provide case-management to 385 ex-offenders

-reentry transition plans for those meeting criteria

-increase the percentage of program completions by participants

-measure and seek to reduce the amount of recidivism by participants who
are being case managed by JREC resource specialist.
