“Section 3. 
Annotated Future Land Use Map Asterisk and Text Amendment.  The Annotated Future Land Use Map shall include an asterisk cross-referencing new Policy 4.4.3 in the Future Land Use Element as follows:  


Policy 4.4.3.  Development of the property (“Total Property”:  53 acres--portion of R.E. No. 000949-0000 and 487 acres located in Nassau County--TP Nos. 29-2S-23-0000-0002-0000, 30-2S-23-0000-0002-0000, and 31-2S-23-0000-0001-0000) shall be limited, cumulatively, to uses permitted in the applicable land use category (City of Jacksonville:  Light Industrial) for which the traffic generation does not exceed 264 external PM peak hour trips, and in which any light industrial uses are located on less than 320 acres.  Any development of the Total Property which would cumulatively exceed 264 PM peak hour trips shall be preceded by the submittal of a traffic study which proposes any mitigation measures required by such development, subject to the review and approval by the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department, the Nassau County Planning and Zoning Department, and the Florida Department of Transportation.  Additionally, local government permitting of the development within the Total Property shall be preceded by the approval of an Interlocal Agreement by the City of Jacksonville and Nassau County governing such permitting, including concurrency, and the provision of County services.”; and
(3)
Renumber the remaining sections; and
(4)
Strike Exhibit 2 and replace it with Revised Exhibit 2; and 
(5)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.
