WHEREAS, Lone Pine Road, LLC, applied to the Planning Commission for a Zoning Exception (Application E-08-79) to permit the retail sales and service of all alcoholic beverages for on- premises consumption on property at 5941 Richard Street in the IL (Industrial Light), IBP (Industrial Business Park) and CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) Zoning Districts; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission denied Application E-08-79 by Final Order dated January 15, 2009; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, the applicant filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.
The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Zoning Exception Application E-08-79, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department, and has considered the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee. AND APPROVING APPLICATION E-08-79, SUBJECT TO CONDITION

The Land Use and Zoning Committee reviewed the Notice of Appeal and Record of Proceedings
before the Planning Commission regarding Zoning Exception Application E-08-79, including the above-
referenced Application, the Report of the Planning and Development Department, the Final Order issued by
the Planning Commission, the applicable portions of the transcript or transcripts of the Planning Commission
meeting(s) and documentary evidence submitted to the Planning Commission. Additionally, the Land Use
and Zoning Committee heard testimony and received and reviewed documentary evidence presented at the
Committee meeting and public hearing held on April 21, 2009.

Upon review of the entire record, including the transcript of the Land Use and Zoning Committee
meeting and public hearing, attached hereto and incorporated by reference, the Council finds substantial
competent evidence in the record to conclude that Application E-08-79, as conditioned, meets the criteria of
the applicable Sections of the Zoning Code. Therefore, it is hereby ordered:

1. The Appeal is GRANTED.
2. The Planning Commission Final Order Denying Application E-08-79 is OVERTURNED.
3. Application E-08-79 is APPROVED, subject to the following CONDITION:
(a) Service of food ordered from a menu shall be available at all times during the hours of

operation, with sit-down seating of at least 150 seats in an area of at least 2500 square
feet.
