AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A PROPOSED SEMI-ANNUAL REVISION TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES OF THE 2010 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY CHANGING THE FUTURE LAND USE DESIGNATIONS FROM MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL (MDR), AGRICULTURE(III) [AGR(III)], AND AGRICULTURE(IV) [AGR(IV)] TO MULTI-USE (MU) ON APPROXIMATELY 69.67 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 SOUTH OF DINSMORE TOWER ROAD ON THE WEST SIDE OF NEW KINGS ROAD BETWEEN DINSMORE TOWER ROAD AND ACREE ROAD AND OWNED BY NEW KINGS ROAD, LLC, AS MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, AND INCLUDING AN AMENDMENT TO THE TEXT OF THE FUTURE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE 2010 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO INCORPORATE A REVISED POLICY 4.3.11 LISTING ALL FUTURE LAND USE CATEGORIES WHICH WILL BE UTILIZED BY THE NORTHWOOD TOWN CENTER REGIONAL ACTIVITY CENTER PURSUANT TO APPLICATION NUMBER 2009A-009, FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA’S VARIOUS AGENCIES FOR REVIEW; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 650.402(b), Ordinance Code, Application Number 2009A-009 requesting a revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan to change the future land use designation from Medium Density Residential (MDR), Agriculture(iii) [AGR(iii)], and Agriculture(iv) [AGR(iv)] to Multi-Use (MU) has been filed by Susan C. McDonald, Esquire, on behalf of New Kings Road, LLC, the owner of certain real property located in Council District 11, as more particularly described in Section 2 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department reviewed the proposed revision and application, held a public information workshop on this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, with due public notice having been provided, and having reviewed and considered all comments received during the public workshop, has prepared a written report and rendered an advisory recommendation to the Council with respect to this proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency (LPA), held a public hearing on this proposed amendment, with due public notice having been provided, reviewed and considered all comments received during the public hearing and made its recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee held a public hearing on this proposed amendment pursuant to Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing on this proposed amendment with public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 163.3184, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, the recommendations of the Planning and Development Department, the Planning Commission and the LUZ Committee, desires to transmit this proposed amendment through the State’s Pilot Program for amendment review to the Florida Department of Community Affairs (“DCA”), as the State Land Planning Agency, the Northeast Florida Regional Council, the Florida Department of Transportation, the St. Johns River Water Management District, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, the  Department of State’s Bureau of Historic Preservation, and the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Affairs; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Purpose and Intent.  The Council hereby approves for transmittal to the various state agencies for review, a proposed semi-annual revision to the Future Land Use Map series of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan by changing the future land use designations from Medium Density Residential (MDR), Agriculture(iii) [AGR(iii)], and Agriculture(iv) [AGR(iv)] to Multi-Use (MU), pursuant to Application Number 2009A-009. 

Section 2.

Approval of Regional Activity Center Text Amendment.  In accordance with the provisions of Paragraph 5 of the Multi-Use Land Use Category within the Operative Provisions of the Future Land Use Element, which requires that Multi-Use developments must have a policy in the Future Land Use Element which refers to the development by name and that within the policy shall be enumerated all future land use categories which will be utilized by the development without specific location so that any land use category may be used anywhere in the development subject to the requirements of other applicable local land development regulations, the City hereby recommends that the text of the Future Land Use Element be amended at the time of this amendment adoption to include this amendment into Policy 4.3.11 to read as follows:

Policy 4.3.11
The Northwood Town Center Regional Activity Center, which is a Multi-Use Area on the Future Land Use Map, shall allow the following land use categories: Community/General Commercial (CGC) for 200,000 square feet of commercial uses and 125 hotel rooms, Residential-Professional-Institutional (RPI) for 50,000 square feet of commercial/office uses, Light Industrial (LI) of up to 4,159,500 enclosed square feet, Low Density Residential (LDR) for 100 single family residential units and Medium Density Residential (MDR) for 600 multi-family residential units, up to 25+/- acres for Public Buildings and Facilities (PBF) and a minimum of 150 acres of recreation and conservation (CSV) uses, consistent with the Multi-Use (MU) Land Use Category.
Section 3.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 69.67 acres of land are located in Council District 11 south of Dinsmore Tower Road on the west side of New Kings Road between Dinsmore Tower Road and Acree Road (R. E. Nos. 002484-3000 and a portion of 002507-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 4.
