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ORDINANCE 2009-251-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.10( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 ON new berlin road BETWEEN dunns creek road and wages way (R.E. NOs. 106504-0000, 106504-0010 & 106504-0020), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY the huntley jiffy asset liquidation trust, FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE new berlin huntley PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Huntley Jiffy Asset Liquidation Trust, the owner of approximately 1.10( acres located in Council District 11 on New Berlin Road between Dunns Creek Road and Wages Way (R.E. Nos. 106504-0000, 106504-0010 & 106504-0020), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated December 1, 2008 and written description dated February 3, 2009 for the New Berlin Huntley PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) A minimum six-foot-wide sidewalk shall be provided immediately adjacent to the single story convenience store where the off-street parking abuts the store.

(b)
The development shall have a commercial landscape and buffer consistent with Guideline 1.5.20 and Figure 1.5.20(a) of the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook along the southern property line and the western property line.

(c)
Screening of the dumpster enclosure shall be consistent with Guideline 1.6.4 of the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook.

(d)
At the time of verification of substantial compliance of the PUD, the developer shall submit building elevations subject to the review and approval by the Planning and Development Department.

(e) Signage shall consist of one monument style sign not exceeding 200 square feet in sign-face area and 20 feet in height.  Such signage shall not be closer than 100 feet from any residential property line.

(f)
All pole lighting shall be limited to 15 feet in height and shall be consistent with Guidelines 1.7.7, D.1.12, D.1.12(a), D.1.12(b) and D.1.12(c) of the Jacksonville Design Guidelines and Best Practices Handbook.  The site planting shall be consistent with Guidelines D.1.2 and D.1.11, and the gas station canopy shall be consistent with Guidelines D.1.19, D.1.21, D.1.22, D.1.23 and D.1.27.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by the Huntley Jiffy Asset Liquidation Trust and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is L. Charles Mann, 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32211; (904) 721-1546.


Section 4.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The subject property, hereafter referred to as the “Property” is legally described on Exhibit 1.
The Property is identified as land described under Real Estate number 106504-0000,
106504-0010, and 106504-0020. The owner of the Property is Huntley Jiffy Asset
Liquidation Trust. The Property is located at the southwest corner of New Berlin Road and
Dunns Creek Road.

The applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.1 acres +/- of property from Commercial
Office (CO) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to permit the Property to be developed as a
convenience store and other commercial retail type uses. This commercial development will
be compatible with existing and proposed commercial uses in and around the intersection of
New Berlin Road and Dunns Creek Road. The plan of development call for a convenience
store with three (3) 1slands and six (6) pumps for the sale of gas and other fuel souces, but
additional uses are permitted due to the uncertainty if market and conditions.

This PUD is necessary to limit the commercial uses permitted on the subject Property and to

provide for a development scheme that is compatible with the character of the area. The
Property is located in a Community General Commercial Land Use.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A. Permitted Uses:
1. Commercial retail sales and service establishments including convenience stores.

2. Banks, including drive-thru tellers, savings and loan institutions, and similar uses
However drive-thru teliers will be allowed by exception

3. Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios.
4. Business schools or similar uses.

5 Day care centers or care centers meeting the performance standards and
development cnteria set forth in Part 4

An establishment or facility that includes the retail sale and service of all alcoholic
beverages for on-premises conjunction with a restaurant.

Property, if ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more
than one person or entity.

Pedestrian Access:

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with
the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs

As per Part 13 of the Zoning Code for CCG-1 Zoning District. Variation from the
strict requirements of Part 13 of the Zoning Code shail be permitted to allow for the
identification and directional signs subject to the review and approval of the
Planning Department.

In the event of partitioning, off-site identification signage may be permitted as long
as the signage remains located within the boundaries of the PUD.

D. Landscaping

1.

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code

Should the Property be partitioned, the individual lots will be exempt from the
perimeter landscaping requirements except along the periphery of the PUD site.

The perimeter landscape requirements along the northernmost property line shall
not apply so that the site can be better integrated with the existing convenience
store to the north.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Part 12 of the Zoning Code, the location of the
project landscaping may vary from the strict requirements of Part 12 and may be
relocate to alternative placement to provide for improved site design and function.

The final landscape plan shall be subject to the review and approval of the Planning
and Development Department.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project is
compatible with similar development in the area. The design and layout of the PUD

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PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. According to the Future Land Use Map Series
(FLUMs) of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, the designated Land Use Category is
Community General Commercial (CGC). If the PUD is approved, the site will be
consistent with the Land Use categories and Comprehensive Plan.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office (CMSO), and it has been assigned City Development
Number .

Allocation of Residential Land Use. There is no residential component to this PUD.

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. The proposed PUD contains limitations on the
commercial uses permitted on the subject Property as well as a common development
scheme that contains provisions for signage, landscaping, sidewalks, and other issues
relating to common areas and vehicular and pedestrian traffic. In the event of
partitioning, cross access easements will be provided between properties.

External Compatibility/intensity of Development. The Property is located in an
emerging commercial area near the intersection of New Berlin Road and Dunns Creek
Road. The developments will serve nearby existing and future residential communities,
The aesthetic and design guidelines will ensure a development that is compatible with
and compliments recent commercial activity in the immediate area.

Recreation/Open Space. Usable open spaces, plazas, and recreation areas will be
constructed as per the goals and objectives of the Comprehensive Plan or as otherwise
approved by the Planning and Development Department.

Impact on Wetlands. Development that would impact wetlands will be permitted
through the local, state, and federal agencies with junsdiction.

Listed Species Regulations. The Property contains less than 50 acres and therefore a
listed species survey is not required.

Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The site will comply with Part 6 of the
Zoning Code or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
In the event of partitioning, shared parking may be utihzed between parcels to achieve
parking requirements provided that the required number of spaces shall be met on the
overall site within the PUD.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. Sidewalks will be constructed as per the Goals and
Objectives of the Comprehensive Plan

Stormwater Retention.  Retention shall meet the requirements of the City of
Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with junisdiction including the St Johns
River Water Management District

SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the Property, or to any portion of the Property, shall be bound to
all the development standards and conditions of this PUD as contained herein and in the
Ordinance approving the same.

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Specifically, the PUD complies with the following Goals, objectives, and policies of the
Comprehensive Plan, Future Land Use Element:

POLICY 1.1.8: Require that all new non-residential project be developed in
either nodal areas, in appropriate infill locations, or as parts of mixed or multi-use
developments such as Planned Unit Developments (PUDs) as described in this
element.

POLICY 1.1.10: Promote the use of Planned Unit Developments (PUDSs), cluster
developments, and other innovative site planning and smart growth techniques.

OBJECTIVE 3.2: Continue to promote and sustain the viability of existing and
emerging commercial and industrial areas in order to achieve an integrated land
use fabric which will offer a full range of employment, shopping, and leisure
opportunities to support the City's residential areas.

POLICY 3.2.2: The City shall promote the infill and redevelopment of existing
commercial areas in lieu of permitting new areas to commercialize.

The Property is located along New Berlin Road and Dunns Creek Road in an
established commercial area. The Property 1s an ideal site for infill commercial, office, or
mixed-use development using a PUD to ensure development that is compatible with
surrounding properties. The PUD will promote and sustain the viability of this
commercial area and provide employment and leisure opportunities to the area residents
and workers.
